Oalthe 28th of I'ebruarv, 1830, an act
was passed by the provialOBal govern-
ment of the state of Deaeret, Incor-
porating the Univeraity of the State of
Deeeret, and this action was approved
by the Legislative Aaaembly of the
Territory of Utah on October 4,
1851.

This act provided for tbe location of
the Univeraity aftalt Lake City, and
vested its power in a chancellor and
twelve regents, to be elected by the
Legislative Assembly. The Univeraity
bad but a nominal existence - nattl
March, 1868, at which time it was more
thoroughly organized as an Institution
(or scienuttc, normal and classical in-
struction.

The Legislative Assembly at tbe ses-
sion of 187 provided for an annaal ap-
propriation to tbe Univeraity ol fo.000,
In return for which forty pupils selec-
ted from tbe different counties ol the
Territory were to be educated tree of
cnartfe in the normal department. In
1880 an additional appropriation of $20,
000 was made to tbe University to aid
in the direction of a building suitable
to Its wants. At the time of commenc-
ing work upon the bulletin, tbe total
cost was estimated at $75,003. After
the amount appropriated by the Legis-
lature had been exhausted aid was
secured from other sources as fol-
lows:

SILK INDUSTRY.
This is ah Interesting industry of tbe

Territory, yet in its infancy, but it Is
worthy of mention and it gives me
pleasure to incorporate 'the followinginformation forwarded to me.

.The present outlook Is more flatter-
ing than at any previous period since
its Inception.Our comparatively dry climate and
bench lands are admirably aulted for
the culture of the mulberry, which
grows luxuriantly along the foot hills,
producing healthy leaves which Con-
stitutes food for the worms.

Leaves grown in wet climates and
watery soils are apt to produce diar-
rheal al diseases in the worm, and at
times the worm loss from this cause Is
very, great. There is now about 100
acres of mulberry trees in the Terri-
tory.

For a good while the Morus Multi
cavlut or Chinese mulberry was mostly
cultivated, but now tbe Monvt Albt or
white tree Is superseding It, because of
Its superior silk food quality.

It-I- s estimated that about 17,000 lb,of cocoons have been raised In the Ter-
ritory, averaging $1 per lb. value. A
large per cent of these have been reeled
and worked np at home, the residue
hare been shipped east and west, al-
most Invariably, I understand, at a
loss to the producers. ,

There is now la this city seven silk
looms at work, which Had steady em-
ployment and ready local sale for their
products. In other parts of the Terri-
tory, the number of looms is two or
three. Tbege do not run tbe yearround. Dress goods in several gradesand in great variety of patterns and
style bave been "manufactured "and
many dozen gross of - handkerchief a
have been made.

Its proeperlty, nnu
Impeding its advancement, and dis-
turbing the quiet and hopefainesa of
its people, and the one question ot tiie
utmost concern and solicitude to the
whole country, Is i ho attitude of dett-ac- ce

flve-blxth- s of the whole population,to the law ol Congress for the sup-
pression of polygamy, known as "the
Edmunds law."
; In all questions affecting the Mor-ilm- oo

and monogamist. Mormons,
make common cause, stand togetherand are united. They maintain pub-
licly through their leaders aud teach
era, in their houses of woruip,tlrougbthe press, and privately, in social aud
In business circles, tbat tbe law is In-

famous; an interference with aud a
denial to thtui of their re-

ligious freedom, 'guaranteed to
all by the Constitution; of their
right and religious duty, to continue,
in violation ef the law, their polyga-
mous relations. They deny the au-

thority of Congress to regulate and in-

terpose any restrictions as to the mari-
tal relations. Tbat tbe obligations
which- - they owe aud will cheerfullyrender to a Power higher than any
earthly power, compels them to exer-
cise their religious rights aud privi-
leges In the face of and In violation of
the law ; that.they are prepared to, and
wlll.if required of them, fracriuce their
personal comfort, their property, suf-
fer indefinite imprisonment, and sur-
render life itself, rather than yield and
promise obedience to the law, aud
forego the privileges they claim.

The Government can have aud hold
but one position towards this people,which is of easy statement:: Its au-
thority, must be respected, .Its laws
must be obeyed.

KNVOUCEMENT OF THE LAWS.

The Governor states that the Federal
officers have been and continue vigi-
lant in their efforts to enforce the law.
The District and Supreme Courts have
been open, and dispose of business
promptly. From July 1, 1884, to June
80, 1883, for polygamy and unlawful
cohabitation, nine convictions were
had, eight ot the persons residing in
Halt Lake and one in Beaver county.From July 1, 1885, to June 30,1886,
three convictions for polygamy and
eighty-on- e for unlawful cohabitation
were had. Ol the eighty-fo- ur persou
convicted fifty-on- e resided In Salt
Lake, eleven in Weber, elghtUn Bea-
ver, five in Tooele, four In Davis, three
in Box Elder, and one each in Utab
and Sevier counties.' These convic-
tions have been had in eight out of
twenty-fo- ur counties in the Territory
In the remaining sixteen counties the
Mormon population Is largely in the
ascendancy, and believe in and prac-
tice polygamy as well as in other coun-
ties. ;

Templea have been built at St.
George, Mantl and Logan. Here celes
tial plural marriages are cele-
brated. Heretofore terms of court
have been held only at Salt Lake, Og-de- o,

Provo and Beaver. As tbe con-
dition of business will permit, tbe
Governor states - be will provide for
terms of court to be held at St.George,
Mantl and Logan. He farther says
that "while vigor has been shown lu
the prosecution of offenders, the court
will suspend Judgment and allow tbe
convicted party te go free, lt he will
Bromlse In tbe future to obey the law."

To secure a more satisfactory en-
forcement of the lawa In Utah, be re-
commends that tbe United states Mar-
shal be paid a salary ot $5,000, and all
fees be abolished. He recommends one
depaty at $2,000, one at $1,800, and that
all other deputies be paid JH per day
while employed. The Governor, Jus
ilcesof the supreme Court, and Dis
trict Attorney, to bo constituted a
board who will designate the - number
oi oeputiea to oe employed. The Gov-
ernor earnestly ay: 'lt must be re-
membered always, in considering mat-
ters concerning Utah, the unusual and
extraordinary conditions prevailing,a population of nearly 150,000 hostile to
the law and animated with religious
fervor, to resist and defeat its enforce-
ment.'' Thus the ordinarv methods
which would In other places be Muffi

dent, utterly fail here. The Marshal
and deputlea should be men of
the best character. - Their duties are
onerous. Such men should - be well
paid. The Governor says: ,f I know ol
no armed organization for resistance
to the laws, nor do 1 believe that auy
exists, aud no physical resistance has
been offered to the enforcement of tbe
lawa, bat the hostility ot the people,and tbe bitterness engendered by tbe
situation, and the iprospect of further
atriogent - legislation presents a sit-
uation where violence and outbreak
might be easily provoked.
