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BALLOONING--ITS HISTORY.

As Ballooning is becoming of such
importance Iin the Franco-Prussian |
campaign, we lay before our readers a|
few facts coucerning balloons, thinking
they will prove interesting at the pre-
sent time, Ballooo is derived from the
Frepch **bollon,’”” a foot ball, and we
presume it was so called from its
shape, approaching somewhat to an en-
ormous foot-ball. As may be inferred
from the fact, that the word is of French
origin, to the French patiom belohgs
the bonor of Its invention. And not
, only this, for to a Freochman belongs
first, the earlies. treatise on Aerosta-
tion, by Galien, of Avignon, who wrote
in 1755; and secondly, the application
of the »cienee to navigatiog the air, the |
first balloon beiug madé by Montgol-
filer, of Lyons, in 1783. The first bal- |
loon was made of coarse linen lined with
paper, but as it was sent up by heated |
alr, as Lhis escaped it returned to the
surface. After some further experi-
ments, a balloon was sent up from Paris
on the Zlst of November in that year, |
filled with hydrogen gas, the aesronauts
beiog M. Rosierand the Marquis D’Ar- |
landes. ‘T'nis pew machine was seventy |
feet high, and 189 In circumference at
the middie. It ascended 3 000 feet above
the surface, and traveled about five
miles and a half in twenty minutes.
The success of that trip induced farther
feats of daring, and in 1785, M. Rosier
and M Romaln perished in an attempt-
ed Journey from Boulogne to England,
by the igoition of the balioon. Not-
withstanding this catastrophe, the
Freoch persevered, and a balloon was |
used by that natlon previousto the battle |
of Fleurus, fought June 17, 1784, when |
from bavirg obtained a correct know-,
ledge of the stiuation of the forces of |
the allies,the French obtained a.decisive
victory. Balloons were introduced into
Eog'aod in 1784, and in 1785, Blanchard |
and Dr. Jefleries voyaged from. Dover
to Calais. The flrst ascent in America,
was made in New Yeork in 1796, the
aeronaul being Dr Jefferies before refer- |
Ted to. The longest voyage on record
was made by Messrs. Holland,
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Mason and’ Green in 1836, when
they sailed in the air from Lon-
don to Weilburg in Naseau, a dis-/
