four miles from this place, bythe explosion of firedamp which took
place there at 4 o'clock last evening,bare been confirmed. Six of the min-
ers were taken out last evening soon
after the disaster. Two of them, were
dead, and two of the other four are so
seriously injuied that there is no hopeof their recoveryl This left from 14 to
18 men supposed to be still imprisonedin the mine. .The exact number is not
certainly known.! The work of search-lu- g

for these, men was continued in-

dustriously throughout the entire
nignt, ana oy . tnis morning twelve or
them had been brought out And de-
livered to their friends and relatives'
at the mouth of the pit. This makes
14 dead in all, and, together with the
four Injured, accounts for Lis of thnj
wnoienumoer supposed to oetntne
mine. Whether there are any more
remains yet to be discovered, is not
known, bhtlt is believed all have been
found. At this writing a complete and
accurate list of the dead cannot be
given. The scene at the entrance to
