The Surplus Canal.—We learn
trom Brother George Nebeker that the
work on the surplus canal, on the west
sideof the Jurdan, Is progressing fa-
vorably, though conslderable trouble
has been experienced In consequence
of the miry condition of the soil
through which the canal i3 belng coo-
structed and the difficulty ol draining
it while the work is going on. So miry
has it been that the ordinary scrapers
have mostly had to be abandoned and
‘‘glush scrapers' used Instead. The
deeper the canal is sunk, however, the
more solid the clay becomes, and the
teams are now working In the deepest
cuts to good advantage and without
mirinz. About 75 teams snd a still
l:;rgrr force of men are NoOwW engsged
on the canal, and at the presant rate-of
progress it is estimated that the work
will be completed Ly the 20th inst ; amd
that will not be before’ it i3 necided to
prevent damage by overflow, for the
river 1a rising rapldly, and fromn pres-
ent prospects our high water seszson
will occur three weeks or a month
earlier this year than usual.

The lame to convey the water of the
Brighton canal across the new one is
being constructed while the work of
excavatiug i8 coing on, and several
bridges across the canal are also being
built.

Brother Neheker is of the opinion
that the capal i3 golng Lo answer
well for the purpose for which it is
designed. He thinks it possibly muy
wash somewhat near the river, but for
the most -of the distance it passes
through & tough kind of clay that will
stand well. This may tend to calm the
fears of some who have fancicd that
there might be danger of the river
changing its coarse by the natural
erosion by the water of the banks of
the caual when It 13 once opened

It has already been demonstrated
that the appropriations made by the
city and county and the contributions
by land owners for the construction of
the canal will be inadequate Lo com-
plete it, owing (o the unlooked-
for diflculties which have been
met in excavating; and it will
be necessary for conslderable
more means to be ralsed from some
source. A namber of parties ownlng
land which 1s likely to be beuneflted by
the canal expreased their willingness
at the time the project was being
mooted to assist In the work, but with-
out specifying to what extent and
without haviny dooe anything lu the
matter yet. Others who ounght to be
equally interested the committee have
failed so far to see. If those parties
would now come forward and pay thelr
proportion, or whatever they canafford
to, in helping on this laudable work [t
will relieve the hands of the committee
and insgqre the sgccess of n scheme
which is likaly o prove & great public
benefit. The wark is already half done,
and it would he g pity to have It ehecked
for want of means to camplete |t.
