was authorized to set him apart bynew - revelation from heaven
ny tne spirit v that would le-ve- al

f- and make known iiis
calling to the individual x and
thus set him apart. And so long a.
there was an authorized ministryon the earth, so long revelation
continued; but as soon as Uiomo who
had been ordained died ott, and
there were no successors, ordained
by new revelation, to the apostle- -
snip and blsnoprick, no succession
to me eiders, priests, teachers or
deacons or any of the offices that
existed in the ancient church, then
the church ceased, and the giftsfrom God ceased, and all their ad-
ministrations from that day to the
19th century of the Christian era
have been illegal in the sight of
Heaven and have not been acknow
ledged of God. ' It would be just as
mucn a legal Dapusm to go ana ' be
dipped in the river Ganges by some
of the idolatrous heathen priests as
it would be to receive that ordin-
ance by the sectarian priests. . One
would be as legal baptism as the
other. Because neither of them
have authority. Now wc.will come

We also find, in reading the New
Testament, that there were certain
disciples at Epheaus who had been
baptized onto John's baptism, but
Paul did, not know by whom theyhad been baptized. He began to
question them, asking them, amongother things, "Have ye received
the Holy Ghost since ye believed?"
They replied, "We havenot so much
as heard whether there be any HolyGhost.? Paul then asked . themwith what baptism they were bap-tized. They told him John's, but
they had not heard anything about
the Holy Ghost. This proves .very
plainly that . some impostor had
come along to Ephesus pretendingtobeoribof John's disciples, and
had taught them about the baptismof water. Paul, finding that theyhad not been baptized legally, bap-tized them over again, and aftertheir sesond baptism lie laid his
hands upon them and the HolyGhost- - fell upon ithem, and they
spake with tongues and prophecled.I rom all these instances ; which Ihave quoted we see that the bap-
tism of water came first and the
baptism of; the Holy Ghost last.

As 1 said In the beginning, we
are not very particular about forms,if these forms are introduced by
men, yet, as a people,we believe in
being very strict and very exact
with regard to the forma : that God
has instituted; hence we do not re-
ceive any persons into-thi-s church
