that was rarely perceptible. Seen 'at a
distance, they , appeared mere white
speckts on --the blue nvater, but as the
steamers gradually approached them,
their true dimensions were seen and
noted.' aAa,. marvel, not alone by the
captains and their crews, who un-

animously a nreed that an Artie pano
rama oi equal maimituue naa never
taken ulace in snch a latitude and longi
tude, bot aho by those of their pasien-Re-rs

, whose artistic temperament out- -
weiKheu their dlsllte ot intense coiu
and impelled them to remain on deck
and laiw . iii wonder at the sutrtlin''
spectacle. Br dav and bv-hrh- the
"beanty of the scene remained equally
irreat ana equauy impresglve.- - As day-
light died the moon shone ' upon the
waters anfl lit with a irbastlv splendorthose white nasnei of ice that movedoa their way with an Imperturbable
Sphynxlike frravity. If the weather
was, calm t!ie steamers spetloa swiftly
through, the night, taking go6d heed to
keep clear of the - white bulwark that
loomed so grandly iu the distance. As
tne- - uav orofce . the sun let loose all his
arsenal of rays and touched with his
golden wand the scene and its strangedenizens. A profusion ot colors, such

The transatlantic, steamers Italy aud

Dorset, which arrived in this port
yesterday, came within sl?ht of an. un-
usual number of these icebergs, and
otherwise experience! no small vicissi-
tudes during their trips from Euroie.The Italy, of the National line, w hich
left London on February 27, met with a
succession of -- severe westerly- gales
during the early part of her voyage,andon the 8th of March sisrhteJ several
lance icebergs in latitude 44 deg. 20min.,
longitude &4 deg. ,40 min. Oil the fol-
low ins day more icebergs were passed.in latitude 42 deg, 3a min., longitude, oO

deg. 22 min. It was estimated by those
on board that the largest moantain of
ice was encountered in latitude deg.
23 min., longitude51 deg. 50 ihin.

The Dorset,, of the Great Western
"Steamship line, i whieh left, Bristol on
February 11, met with westerly galesfrom longitude Z deijrees to 4o degrees,
alter wmcn ssormy ana wmity weatuer
prevailed. Iccberas were passed be
tween latitudes 44 deg. 40 min. and 4a
degrees and longitudes 45 deg. 30 min
and 52 degrees.

Captain liuam Stamper, of .the
Dorset, was found yesterday evening in
the saloon of toe steamer, which .lay in
dock at the foot of Congress street,
Brooklyn. ; After heartily greeting the
Herald reporter, he said, in reply to a
question as to how he had enjoyed his
trip : "Well, sir, I have made close on
two hundred .runs across the Atlantic.
and I : can safely say that I have seen
queerer things this time than ever be-
fore. Just listen. We left Bristol ou

and a cargo of tin. We touched at
.Swansea, but our bow grot damaged
there, so we pnt into Queenstown lor
repairs. We left Queenstown on the
19th and made at once for the old
Cunard track across the Atlantic. The
second day after we cot out the gales
commenced, and at midnight there was
a uisrn neaa sea ana a terrible storm
The' next two days : we, had hail, rain,
heavy westerly, gales and a verv niirii
sea. We shipped - large quantities of
water over the bow and the vessel went
under a good bit, I can tell you. : We
werex. then. in longitude Sd ueg. and
latitude 49. about half way across, on
the t;th of March, the squalls and gales
increase! ami tne snip labored verv
heavily. On the evening of the 7th it
grew somewhat calmer, and on Katur
daythe Mh, about four p. in., while we
were in latitude 44.30 ana longitude
45.30, we saw two large icebergs about
a mile to the north of us. 1 was amazed
to see them, as in all my experience 1
never knew of icebergs being seen in
such a latitude 'and lonirltude. On the
following lay, Romlay the btli. we pas.
sed a whole army of them, some north,some soutn and many verv close to us
At eight o'clock that evening we parted
company, wun inein. alter Keeping them
in siht "for twenty-eisr- ht hours. Yes,
It sounds strange, but they could actu
ally be seen ior almost an tiiat tiine.be
cause the moon was at her full and cast
a light on.. Ihoni . that made them as
distinct as in the day. The weather
was beautiful at that time, and we kept
up full speed, say ten knots an hour, so
that any one looking at the iceberirs
from the ship would swear that they
wero stationary, though, as a matter of
fact, they were "drifting. The last one
we saw was the most curious of all. It
Was very loner, very low, and looked
Just like a solid wall fixed in the bed
of She ocean. Others were very strange
in shape : some having massive towers.
like old castles, and others slender
spires,, like rathedrals .Their-"- ' night?
Well, f should say from 10O to V) feet,
and their length, 8om hundred yards.At any rate, the ship looked very small
beside them. The passciifrers.of conrset
Where struck dumb when they heard
about them first, and hurried on deck
fxg get a look attnem; but after a short
time thct found the cold too severe and
went back under cover. And no won-
der, for the wind about those icebergs
is always intensely bitter. Still, it was
a siirbt worth looking at. , The sun
made tH Joe ferycolor ia the rainbow,
and to see ft sparkle and flash was a
wonder. When the moon came out
those great white monsters stood out
against the sky as clear and bright as
herself." .

"There Is one thin I noticed that I
cannot in any way account for. On

from one of the men and lowered itinto the water. When I drew it up I
put in the thermoTJeter, ami, to my
amazement, I found that the water was
fifty-tw- o degrees. It was quite warm,
in fact.. While I was pnzstl'insover itI beard a crash and saw that the pro-
jecting part of a great icebers bad
toppled into the water. I knew atouce
that it had been loosened by the heat.
Two hours later I tested the water
asain and found that the temperaturewas only thirty-eig- ht decrees, while
that of the iceberg could only have
been shook thirty-tw- o degrees. Now
how du you account for that? Sow
would say, lt was the Gulf Stream;but it was not, because wo struck thatlater on. Ko, sir; tt was simply a nar-
row channel of warm water nowiug fora considerable distance among iceberra
