Washikgton, July e.-Se-nator Call

today proposed an amendment to the
sucdry civil bill to appropriate f100,900
for the repair aud enlargement of the

Pension vetoes.
A message from the President was

received by the Senate today vetoing
the bill granting a pension to Mary Ann
Doharety. . The President shows tbe
bad character of the woman and that
her husband, on account of whose
death tbe pension is desired. Is alive
and tsnMeTrdrmwlhgniTmnsion.The President says he would like to
see those who defended tbe govern-
ment liberally treated, but the pension
list should be a roll of honor and not a
matter of indiscriminate almsgiving.The President refers to tbe large num-
ber of special pensions before him, and
sayst .i-

"It would be well if all oar general
pension laws could be revised with a
view of meeting every ,raerltorlous
case. In the absence of such a revis-
ion aad if pensions are to be grantedon equitable grounds and wMhoat re-
gard to general laws, the presentmethods Would be greatly improved by
the establishment of some tribunal to
examine the facts In every case and
determine upon the merits of the ap-
plication." '

The President also retnrned without
his approval the Senate bill to grant a
pension to J. B. Morton of Nebraska,as the dependent father of Calvin
Morton, who claimed that his son was
killed in tbe battle with the Indians in
tbe Custer massacre. The President
says:

"His name does not appear In any
record of the soldiers engaged In that
battle, and considering the completelist of casualties attending that battle,
the death of tbe son of the benefi:laryis far from being satisfactorily estab-
lished."

The Senate bill to pension Polly A.
Smith, the widow of Lieut. J. H.
smitn, second Artillery, who served
in the army from 1854 to 1870, was also
returned without executive approval,on the ground that the death had no
connection with the service.

DYNAMITE CASE. .

Congressman Belmont, chairman of
the house committee on foreign af-
fairs, which was instructed by the res
olution of the House to investigate the
case oi Joan uurtin Kent, a natural-
ized citizen of the United Statescon-
victed in England ot conspiring to
murder by the use of dynamite, will
submit the report tomorrow. It re-
cite the history of the case in detail,
expresses deep sympathy for Kent and
continues as follows :

"The fact that tbe naturalization of
Kent was not known at tbe time of h!s
trial to the American authorities, is
evidence of the propriety of the recom-
mendation made bv President Cleve
land in bis message of 1884 and re
peated in 1885, in tavor ot tbe estab-
lishment of a central bureau of decrees
of naturalization granted by the courts
of the United States."

Tki C. B, dm. Striker.
New York, July 5. A a special

meeting of New York City Division 106
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engi
neers, held on tbe 3d Inst., it was de-

A OsMllse Exploelon.
Oil Crrr, Pa. July 5. Leaking gaso-

line in front of the Union refinery
spread out on the river this evening
and ignited in some manner. Two
boys playing on tbe brnk of the river
were fatally burned, Two tank cars
on the bank caught fire and exploded
with tremendous force, scattering the
fragments blocks about. The flames
were quickly subdued. The pecuniary
damage is small.

, Memphis, July 6. While 300 or 400

people were seated in the grand stand
on the grounds of the Yallbusha Coun-
ty, Mississippi, Fair Association yes-
terday, the supports gave way without
warning and the structure fell to the

from the ruins with broken arms and
limbs, bruised bodies and almost every
conceivable wound. Some of the
wounded, it is thought, cannot live.
