PROPOSED AMENDMENTS THERETO.

CONCLUDED. '"N

Jan. 13, 1S73, by Mr. B. F. Meyers;
Congress shall nave power to im-
pose duties on Imports for the pay-
ment of interest or principal of the
public debt, but for no other pur-
pose. The present debt shall be
consolidated at a uniform rate of
interest; fifty millions of the prin
cipal thall be paid annually, and
all the interest semi-annuall- y. The
current expenses of the General
Government shall be assessed upon
the States and Territories In . pro-
portion to their valuation by the
last census, and if any State fails to
pay Its quota within a year, Con-
gress shall have power to enforce
collection.

Jan. IS, 1S73, by Mr. Torter:
When three-fifth- s of lth Houses
of Congress shall deem necessary,
Congress may propose amendments
to the Constitution, or may call a
convention to revise it, and shall
call such convention on the appli-
