I discovered
that there hid been no abstracts made
of services of Jarors and witnesses af-
ter tne February terra, 187V. ; I there-
fore caret ally eximlneil toe records ol
said court f.r the years 1878 and 1879,
and made abstracts therefrom as best
1 could ; said records, ho wever,dld sot
give me the nccemrjr information
from which to complete said ab- -'
stracts; I therefore advertised, at
my- - expense, notifying bolder of
certificates to present them to
me before they would be allowed. This
referred to the years 1878, 1879 and the
first part of 1830. These was a rery
liberal response. With the certificates
and records of the court I completedthe abstracts, which are now filed with
the Auditor of Public Accoants.

I found, on comparing the records
and certificates, that in a majority of
instances 'certificates Issued to
Jurors . called . for pay for the
whole . time in "attendance ton
court, making no difference with
civil and criminal business. The rec-
ords showed no accounts of witnesses
before the grand Jury, most of each
certificates having beea issued bv the
clerk of the grand Jury In a very care- -

less manner, as to their correctness as
to time and mileage.
