Heavy rains actl flooils con-tloa- e

Ju England.; In the Wicdfcr
district, tli Thames bar risen bby-er- al

Inches above the level cf the
previous evening. DurJnj? Tuesday
night, tbe rlblng water eptered the
gatdens of tbe hon-e- s on tbe north
hide or Arthur Ioad. Windsor.
Thete are situated about aquaiter
of a mile from the liver channel,
the inundation reaching the back
doors.' There is now an unbroken
fcketcb. of water . txtending noith-war- ns

1 V I ndsor across the Brocas
to Eton College, the lake thus
formed Leing quite a mile In length
auii covering acres of pasture land.
Windsor racecourse Is very exten-
sively flooded, and tbe Grand Strand
Is almost Isolated, niorl of the
Cbewer riay, opou-whic- h this fa-Vo- rt'e

n eetltig is held, beiDg eub-meree- U.

Eton Htid tbe College are
nearly surrounded. Eastward of
Windsor and Eton, the tiver is
leaving its usual ccuree and HooJ-in- g

the paetures and farms. About
Ditchet, iiorton and Wraysburg,
and at various places along tbe
Thames valley bay and corn cous
are being seriously damaged.. Ilar--
vee ting had been commenced upon
the Prince CoDsoit' farm In the
Great Park and elsewhere in lietkg,
Bucks, Surrey and MlddleEtx, but
the inclemency of the weather has
put a stop to the operations, and
the cessation of work is causing
great distress among the poor peo
ple seeking emjloyment in tne
tiarreBt flelds, and whs. in conse
quence of this absence rf woik.now
nnd ttiemselvea wuuoux nceans oi
riipport. At Old1 Wiiidior and
Staines tne nooda are aho out u
various localities, and the ccuutrj
iu the Tnames Vallt-y- , viewed
fioju the battiemetila of the Jioutid
lower of Wind&or castle, looks like
a chain of lakes t xtcnoicg rabt--
waid and westward of the Hojal
borough for many tniler. Hay and
grain . lie rotting in places in
swamps formed by the oveiflwlcg
of the river and its tributaries, end
the propped of farmers ara dismal
enough. . They tannot now escape
without loss even enoulu lue nne
weather set in atonce,5whiIe a con-
tinuance of the rain for another
week or two must entirely ruin the
chance of harvesting their crops in
a fit and marketable condition.

In Chester, farmers are about dis
posing of all their store-stoc- k be
cause their hay has been washed
away by the floods. The state of
agriculture In Cheshire is worse
than serious. The season has been
simply disastrous, and the farmers
have nothing but ruin to face. In
the low-lyin- g parts of Flintshire
and Denbighshire, things are, if
possible, still worse. Tarn'ps,
mangolds and hay, a good propor
tlon of wheat acreage is to be Uok
ed to: but in the counties enumera
tion the roots and corn crops are all
buried in water, and when the
water subsides, the desperate agri
culturists will be presented with
cast-u- p sea of mud seed, manure.
and labor, all buried in the horrible
quagmire. On Tutsday., come
Cheshhe farmers comment-i- cut
ting white oatf, but tbe dense rain
of to-da-y will not only stay the op-

eration, but it will effectually pre'
vent corn, wnlcn Is already tully i
month behind, ripening. : With
hundreds of acres of land under
water, hay washed away, earn "soft
in the ear and beaten.to the ground,
with barley promising only half an
average yield, with quite half tbe
potato crop deceased, and with lit
tle promise of a falreupply of root?
the prospects of the farmers in this
quarter are dismal indeed.

At the meeting of tbe Board of
Guardians at Blttlngbourne yester
day, tne enects of the disastrous
weather were shown by statistics
presented by the workhouse mas-
ter, from which it appeared that
during tbe last week no less than
231 persons had been admitted into
the casual ward. This number la
an increase of 129 over the cones
ponding week of last year, and 1b

the highest ever known since the
establishment of the workhouse.
The 231 persons were made up of
137 men, S3 women and 41 children.
Many of them have apparentlycome to the neighborhood for the
harvesting and hopping, but in
consequence of .the continued wet,
much of the corn still remains
standing, and what few hops there
will be to pick will not be ready for
some days yet. There Is no doubt
that throughout Kent tho growthor nops will be much smaller than
in prevlouslyears. and there is no
prospect whatever of the multitudes
who usually emigrate from London
to Kent for the hop-picki- ng em
ployment this season. This fact
cannot be too widely known, as
me incursion of 'hoppers' is as
gteat this year as It has been In
prosperous eason. A very lamen
table state of thine. andmuch
misery to these people must be the
result. The fall of rain was inces
sant yesterday, and while agricul
tural operations are paralysed, work
In the brick making factories is
also entirely suspended. Not only
will there be many millions less
bricks turned out this year than
usual, but the weather la such that
those which have been moulded
cannot dry, and In some factories
tne newly made bricks ate drop
ping rrom tne etaefca.
