England, New York, Pennsylvania
and other States.

Duriug the session of Coagreaa
we "pent some time in the Capital,
purposing to work for tbe enfran-
chisement of the women of the
District of Columbia and of the
Territories, but finding that Con-
gress was more likely to disfran-
chise the women who already pos-
sessed this right, than to enfran-
chise others, our eflorts were used,
as far as possible, to prevent this
Backward etep.

Had we been a voter we might
have had less trouble to convince
some of our friends of their duty
in this affair.

Several bills wre introduced,
any one of which, if it became a
law, would have disfranchised the
women of Utah.
. The McKce bill had been refer-
red to the ITouse Committee on
Territories.

While tho subject was under dis
cussion in tbe committee, by invi
tation or the membois on two oc
casions we ttated our views.

One of the members, before the
committee convened,- - gave his rea-
son for favoring tbe passage of the
bill.

"The women's vote sustains polV'
gamy," said he, "and to destroy
that, I would take the right of suf-
frage from every woman in the
Territory."

"Would it do that?" we enqulr
ed.

I think it would."
"Did polygamy exist in the Ter

ritory before the women voted?"
"Oh yes."'Have they ever h'ad the privi

lege or voting against itr'
"No, that has never been made

an issue, but they voted to send a
polygamist to Congress. "
