An Ornamental SlmcturoThat MtcU Mod-

ern Itcqulreinvnti How ttt Fill It
Tho wholo secret of keeping loo lies

in tho building of a suitable place foi
its storogo and surrounding it ou all
Bides top anti bottom with some dry
nonconducting material A writer in
American Oanlcning who has had to
do with many icehouses gives tho fol-

across and 10 or 11 feet long of good
lasting wood and put Into the ground
