thus a service of one year and seven
months bhall be sufficient for a term of
wo years, i ne service of a third year.or li action thereof, hhall begin at the

expiration of one year aud seven
mouths; four calendar me tubs shallbe allowed on said third vear: thus a
service of two years aud three months
shall be sufficient lor a term of three
euid. For ft term of fovr rears, tne

service of the fourth, or portion there-
of, shall begin at the expiration of two

ears and three mouths, and on the
fourth year live months shall be allow- -
cg, ttius a service oi two years and teumouths shall be sufficient for a term ol
four years. In a term of live years the
service ot the tilth year, or ortion
thercof.shall begin at the expiration of
two years and ten months.aud from the
fifth year there shall be a deduction of
six calendar months ; thus a service of
three years aud lour months shall be
bufnclent for a term of nve years, forall time iu excess of five vears there
shall be a deduction of oue-ha- lf lor
such time.

Sue. 4. In all terms of sentence
teiminating intermediately between
those terms hereinbefore specified, the
deduction shall be proportionate to
those named in the foregoing sec-
tion. ,

Skc. 5. For a violation of the roles
the convict shall be liable to forfeit all
his reduction time for the month in
which the infraction occurs. If the of
fense or offenses bo aggravated'or fre-
quent, the Wa:den or other officer in
charge shall have power to punish the
offender by depriving him of all or any
portion oi nts reduction time earned
previous to the commission t f said of-
fense or offenses. J'rovided, That anyconvict who may feel himself aggrieved
by the action of the Warden or other
officer in charge In such cases, shall
have the right to appeal, lu writing, to
the Governor of tho Territory, which
writing shall include a statement of
facts, aud the evidence and reasons of
the appellant for considering himself
unjustly dealt with. Should the Gov-
ernor, upon investigation, deem the
complaint of the convict well grouud-e- d,

lie shall have power to ciedit back
to said convict the earned rednctiou
time of which he has been deprived.Sec. 6. This act shall take effect
forthwith after its passage and ap
proval, and all unexpired terms of sen-
tence then pending sbaUbO treated in
accordance with the foregoing provis
ion.

IS RELATIONS TO REMISSION OF FINES
AND COSTS.

Sec. 1042. Ke vised Statutes of the
United States.

When a poor convict, sentenced by
any court oi tne unitea states to pay
a fine, or tlife and cost, whether witti or
without Imprisonment, nas been con-
fined in prison thirty days, solely tor
the non-payme- nt ot such fine, or line
and cost, he may make application in
writing to any commissioner of the
United States court in the district
where be is imprisoned, .setting forth
his inability to pay such fin?, or fke
and cost, and alter notice to tne dis-
trict attorney of the United States, who
may appear, oner evidence, and be
beard, the commissioner shall proceedto hear and determine the matter; and
11 on examination it sna:i appear to
him that such convict is unable to pay
such fine, or tine and cost, and that he
has not any property exceeding iK in
value, except sucu as is by law exempt
from being taken on execution for
debt, the commissioner shall adtninis- -
ter to ntm tna xouowing oath: "loo
soleirn'y 6 wear that I have not a-- y
property, real cr personal, to tLe
amount of $20, except such as is bylaw
txempt from being taken oa civil pre-
cept for debt by the laws of (State
wuere oatn is administered) j and tuat
X have no property in any way convey
ed or concealed, or in any way dis
posed oi lor my future use or beuellt.
So help me God." And thereuponsuch convict shall be discharged, the
commissioner giving to the jailor or
keeper of the Jail a certiilcate settingforth the facts.
