posed to tak advantage of the religi-ous liberty and protection, guaranteedto the "Mormons" as well as other
sects by the Constitution, and visit and
introduce the doctrines of Christ Into
every city and town of the Republic as
fast as time and circumstances would
permit. ; I

Shortly after this conversation two
of the Elders, accompanied by a dative
brother who is somewhat acquainted
there, spent a Sunday In Tuynhualco.It also happened that the presidingMethodist minister, in making his us-
ual rounds, was there the same day,
and,with a degree of liberty which was
quite refreshing, iavited the brethren,
who attended his . meeting, to address
the congregation. -

This opportunity was cheerf ully em-brje- ed,

and after the services they al-
so distributed a numberof tracts and
pamphlets.

None of t our missionaries have been
there since until a ' few weeks ago,
when, at the suggestion of our Presi-
dent, Elder J. jr. Stewart and I accom-
panied by the same native .Elder who
went with the other brethren; spent a
Sunday there With a view to ;
