Proor That llic Earth Tunis.

It has puzzled the heads of a good
many youngsters to know how the
earth turns mum!. A German
educational journal, published in

any apothecary's. Then upon the
surface of this coating make, with
towdered charcoal, a straight black
line, sav an inch or two in length.

And
as far as I can see it looks about as
much like, a battlefield or camping
ground as any other city's centre
does.
