In
the letter referred to cxpldt denial
is made of published statements to
the effect that plural marriages are
still being solemnised in Utah and
that forty or msro such marriages
have been contracted staring the
pastyear. IrerMrnt Woodruff says:

"Wo are not tcacbidg' polygamy
or plural marriage, nor ocrmlttinj
any person to enter Into Ui practice.
One case has been reporfai lu which
the parties alleged that tin marriage
was performed in the ilidownient
House In Salt Lake City In the
spring of ISS9, but I hau not been
able to learn who jwrormtd the
ceremony. Whatever w done in
this mitler was done without my
knowledge. In consequence of this
alleged occurrence the .Endowment
House was, by my lutructlons,
taken down without dels..- -.

"Inasmuch as laws In) been en-
acted by Congress foroldfing plural
marriages, which laws have been
pronounced constitution!! by tho
court of last resnrt I do hereby de-
clare toy intention to submit to
those laws, and to ue all my In-
fluence with the menuers of the
Church over which I preside to
have them do likewise. There is
nothing in my teachings to the
Church, or in tbosn of my assoc-
iate, during the time specified
which can reasonably b: construed
to Inculcate or encourage polygamy,
and when any Klderof tie Uuurch
has used language which appeared
to convey such teachlcg ho ha
been promptly reproved; sod I now
publicly declare that my advice to
the Latter-da- Saints is jo refrain
from contracting any mvriau for-
bid Jen by the laws of tbo land."

I do not personally know
of a single case in which a man is
now living with more than one wife,
t havo no doubt that It will take a
long time to make the people of the
country believe this. We all know-tha-

there Is an almost unlversil
an I feeling agaln-- t the
Mormon, which to my mind Is
largely prejudice. We feci that it is
unjust, but we rccognla: the fact
that it must take years to overcome
It All the prosecutions now being
had arc tor tsolygamous living with
and supporting plural wives married
years ago, before the passige of the
KJmunJslaT.

"litl me say to you that our 'Book
of Mormon' docs not take the plice
of the Protestant Iliblc. Wc use the
stanJard King James translation,
just as do all Protestant denomina-
tions.

The Impression is very general
that the Mormon religion not only
authorized but enjoined (sural mar-
riage. This is a mistake. Polyg-
amy wai simply permitted under
certain conditions and restriction.
No man was allowed to contract a
plural marriage unless he had a high
religious cliaracter and had the
ability to support two or more wives
and lite children that might bo bom
to them. UnVs.) these requirements

"What proportion of the Mor-
mons have, in years past, practiced
polygamy?"

"A very much lets number,
probably, than you imagine. It did
not exceed two per Cent twenty
persons In every one thousand of
the Mormon population. The popu-
lation of the territory, according to
the new census, la about 2G,00'J, of
which about 143,0'X) are Mormons.
The number ot males living in
polygamous marriage ttid not, at
the time the Kdmunds law
was pised, exceed 2500. It
is true that there were some 10,033
persons disfranchised under that
law on account of polygamous prac-
tices, but this number included all
the plural wives for women voted

widows, and all who had ever
lived In polygamy. I rememlicr
one case of a mau who in early life
lived in plural marriage, but has
not done so for more than thirty
years. Under a strict construction
of the law he was held to be dis-
qualified for citizenship, and was
refused registration. You will tee
that monogamy has always been
the rule among our people, and
polygamy the exception. Xow, as
I have told you, polygamous mar-
riages have been entirely discon-
tinued."

"What Is the condition now exist-
ing between those who formerly
held a polygamous relation that is,
between a man and the women who
were his wives?"

"Just such as you might suppose.
A man must live with his legal
wife, that Is, the first ono to whom
lie was married. The others though
living wholly separate and apart
from them he ts morally required
to and Jocssupport, furnishing them
and their children with the means
necessary for them to live comfort-
ably. Public opinion condemns ia
the strongest manner any man who
falls to do this. But I can (ell you

by the United Stales marshals and
their deputies. A man is not per-
mitted to visit his former plural
wives. He caunot even go upon her
Jiremises to cut a supply of firewood

without rendering himself
liable to arrest You will readily see
that ths extreme rigor with which
the law Li enforced works ranch
hardship. There are tniny men
who have a natural and Mncere af-- 1

fection for their former wives and)
their children. They would be glad '

to visit them now and then, not
with any Intention or desire or vio-

lating the law by resuming their
former relation.., but solely in order
that they might supply '?the necessaries of life. As the law
is administered they cannot do thir.
Former husbands and wives are as
CoDiplet.ly separated as though they
had always been strangers.

"How many of those who lived in

"Only a small number. A few
had three and still fewer four or
more. Brlghsm Young had nine-
teen, So other man.had ccarJy.A
many. Several of Young wives
were 'sealed' to him for the

did not sustain the marital
relation. Other leading mn In the
church has also sealod' wives. It
Is a part cf our religious belief that
Uic future stale is but a continuation
of Uic present, and that family re-
lations existing here will le resumed
after death and go on through
eternity. The question of plural
raarriaze was a practical as well as
a sentimental one. It is about as
much as the average hiiri can do to
support one wife and family, and in
this respect our people do not differ
front otlicrj. It Would have been
the height cf folly. Indeed criminal,
for a man to encumber himself with
wives and children whoiil Hi could
not support This was guarded
against, as I have already told you,
by the ruler uf the church. I do
not think that 10 per cento! the man
who lived in polygamy had

"Aside from polygamy, Is there

anything id tuo principles, nnd
teachings of the Mornion religion
which can be considered as inimical
to the social and political welfare of
a people? In other words In your
opinion has the prejudice, If you
please, that exists through the
country at large against Mormonism
any good and reasonable foundation
other than the practice of plural
marriage?"

"Emphatically It has not. There
is nothing in the Mormon religion,
leaving out Its pennUsion of polyg
amy, to which any objection can be
made. Of course there are some
points Id otif belief with which
many persons would Cot sjrreej but
the same can be said of Baptists,

Unitarians, Catholics,
Splrltualltls, anJ pother leliglous
denominations. What I mean ls
that there is nothing In our belief or
(cachings which we nave not a per-

fect and unquestionable right to
and teach, or that is in

the slightest degree lililo to
the spirit of ouf govcfn&tcnt
nnd its Institution?. We have
a right to ciilfif the. sane rrs
liglous liberty that Is guaranteed to
others by the Constitution of the
United Slates. Xow there are In
our country a great many goo-- peo-
ple who believe, sincerely no doubt
that the hierarchy of the Itoman
Catholic Church is unfriendly to
the principles of our government,
but lu the legislation of Congress, or
of any Stale, there is not, to my
knowledge, any discrimination
agiinst Catholics. Why should
there be against Mormoa', now that
this ono point of objection Is re-

moved. We concede that

condemns polygamy and wo accept
this as final. So far as our religion
Is concerned I need only point to
the morality, Industry and prosper-
ity ot our people. A tree is known
by IU fruits, men do not 'gather
grapes of thorns or figs ol thUtles.'
I may confidently challenge the
civilized world to show more sober,
orderly, thrifty and
communities than those of the
Mermous in Utah. Now that every
man cleaves only to ono wlfe,turely
none can sty that our people are not
good citizens.

"Let me give you Just a few fig-

ures taken from tho official police
records of Salt Lake City, which
appear to mo to ba convincing on
this point It should be borne in
mind that tho Mormons are largely
In the majority there as to popula-
tion, although in voting strength
the Gentiles are now In the ascend-
ant. Iljring one year the arrests
were: forcflenses against virtue, 7S

Gentiles and not ono Mormon; for
drunkenness and violation of liquor
laws, S22 Gentiles, 23 Mormons;
personal violence, 5 Gentiles, 1 Mor-
mon; larceny, HI Gentiles and 'S!
Mormons; sundry other offense?,
333 Gentiles, 22 Mormons. Does
nottbis ttrlkoyou as a pretty good
showing for our people? As an evi-
dence ot their industry and thrift
left me cite the fact that all through
Utah s of the Mormons
who are beads of families own their
homes. There are no mortgages to
sprakof. Thecensusinquiryrhows
that the recorded indebtedness in
Utah is but a small fraction per
capita of what it Is in the other
states and Territories. I think no
ono will deny that this Is very
sntoxa evidence or l'KospEnrrv,
and good citizenship. When Brig
bam Young was living he always
advbicd the new comers to make it
their llrt object to tecum homes.
'Get a piece of land,' he would say,
'and if you are not able to build a
house at once make a 'dug-ou- r.tid
live in that until you can do be-
tter."'

"What Is the feeling among the
Mormons In regard to the admission
of Utah into the Union, and what
In your opinion, is the prospect that
It will be admitted in the near
future?"

'Tho peoplo of Utah, Mormons
and Gentiles, earnestly desire State-
hood. We are unable to sen any
valid reason why this should longer
be denied. Tho polygamous life of
soma of tho Mormons has been the
cause of objection to ttie country at
large, but this no longer cxit. Our
population is more than sufficient to
culltlc us to admission and wo have
abundaut agricultural and mineral
resources to cur permanent
and increasing Wealth and prosper-
ity. I think tho republican party
will make a mistake if It continues
to oppose tho admission of Utah.
Whichever party does allow it to
come will have a strong 'pull 'on the
people for their votes. Perhaps It
ought not to bo so, but I aunpote
political considerations always have
nad and always will have more or
less Influence in such matter."

'Which of the two great parties
republican and democratic would
probably control the politics of Utah
in case ol Its admission?"

"It would be difficult to say,
our peoplo havo never, at any

election, been divided on that line.
Our contests have always been be-
tween the

MURJIOXS AND GENTILES.
The Mormons are known as tho
People's Party and all opposed to
them as tho Liberals. There are
republicans apd democrats in both
of these parties. It Is probable that
a majority though not a large one
In my opinion of the Mormons
would afllllatewlth the democrats.
A reason for this Is found in the
legislation which many of them
feel to bo unnecessarily severe,
passed ami rigorously enforced by
the republicans. A largo minority
of the Mormons, however, are out-
spoken republicans. Prominent
among these are tho descendants
and family of Joseph Smith, the
founder of tho Mormon Church.
Utah bas very large wool and min-
ing Interests, and this fact makes
many of our people protec-
tionists, and, of necessity, re-
publicans. Probably forty per
cent of the Mormons would vote
with that party. In Wyoming a
large majority of those who were
not disfranchised voted the repub-
lican ticket I hare no doubt that
the greater part of the Gentiles In
Utah would be republicans. I am
of tho opinion that if Statehood
were given us today both parties
would have an equal chance (o
carry the State. Salt Lake City
and Ogden are our chief cities.
Both aro controlled by the Gentiles.
The majority of tbefr population,
men, women and children, are
Mormons, but tho Gentiles have a
much greater tier cent of voting
strength. In these cities tho Gen-

tiles have of into years been largely
augmented by immigration from
other parts of the country, and they
have now obtained full possession
of tbo murlclpal governments."
