In the last two years no more popular

athlete has been known in the inter-

In his first year of ‘varsity football he
played fullback on the Purdue univer~
sity eleyen. He has played full on the
Utah team throughout the last two sea-
gons, and captained the team this last
vear. His sensational punting has been
the tak of the football fans of the west.

In track and field events, Dad holds
two records in this state; in the shot
put and discus throw. Aslde from being
a champion in college events, he has for
tivo succeeding seasons, held the heavy
weight wrestling championship of Utah.

During this spring track season, Con-
vill © has won more points for Utah
than any other man on the track team
For this he won the handsome gold U
watch' fob, a gift of Surveyor-General
Hedges to the man winning the highest
number of points for the university in
track and field events for this season.

Mr. Convill  is s student as well as
an athlete. Besides the work he has
done in athletics he has worked off 30
college credits the lazt semester of this
year and written two theses. THe is
contemplating entering the university
next year to do postgraduate wark in
mining. Although he has one more
vear to play in college athletics he says,
“I'm done with it: During all my under-
graduate vears I've given athletics and
studies equal attention. And. if I am
in the university next year it will be
for study only.'"
