When
liowaa sober ha wai a gentleman, Ult
when Umnk ho was ahrutF. I was
behind thelar inaVlngup th clinks
when ha iamo lu ami took a Urlnk or
two. After taking three ur four mora
drinks hu went out, but returned lu n
few inlnuti-s- . At that time two men,
Morrliay and ltobbliia, who had Ucu
playlug inkiI, were wraugllng nlmut
one of them golug home. O'llrleu In
teifertxl with lliuin.aud I rmclmlovir
tha bar anl said In him: "illckey,
leavo tlmae men alone: they nro all
right." lie rcpl.nl. "What havo you
got to say about II, J on littles of
a u ?" 1 said: "That Is no way
to talk to mo, Mickey, I want
you tu learo theae men alone;" with
that he snapad hla Anger and Mid:
"I wllUloywi upln a holy minute. "
I again remonstrated with lilni and he
commenced muttcrlug aud walkril
down to the end of Ihe bar where his
lantern waa. He pUkml up the Unlcm
and said "(lodd vou Ilayinouil, you
areaa of nb . on ain't worth

I said "Keep away, Jllckoy"
and at the same time I endeavored to
lire over his head. He kept right on
advancing Ami plckeil up another
schooner which he threw at me but It
missed me; then 1 shot twice. He
grabbed me by the throat, 1 Wlmf down
on the flour, aud reached fjr the rt
volver, whkli I threw out on the Moor,
He dragged me out from thu tar,
when Krank Kelly and my partner
Umk lilni off. llesstdowu luachalr
and said: "My (lod, I am doue Ui."
Five mlmilra later 1 was armml.
The crowd lagan to congrtgate about
thoplacolinuiedlaUi after tho shout
lug. I shut him betmiHi I waa afraid
of dim. When he struck me with his
lanteru t thought mr Ufa was In
danger. I washoru lu Illrhmond, Va.,
and lived there until was flfteon

earaold. when I went lo New York.
1 llvnl thereuntil 1S7J, going to school

of the time. In ISM I went to
euver and Then I went

to Ol I Meilcu Willi a aiirveylng rty.
In ISM I returned to Denver, and

ing lu ordor to protect hla money
should the occasion arise, and not for
the purpure of assaulting O'llilen.
,Whi re was the motive Inthlscrun for
tho defendant taking O'llrlen' life?
No motive whatever had been shown;
there was an almncu of cither niallrv
or mission. The entire orhrln of this
atlalr was the Interference of O'llrlen,
a hen Intoxicated, with tho tuo nun
Mho were disputing ovrragameoraol,
and the consequent rtmouttraui.e of
Itaymond. This angered the iliceased,
wlm turned Insultingly upon thu ac-
cused, nnpi hlsnugersln his hie,
and shortly afterwards struck him. It
was this which led up to the shooting.
Up to this time, counsel asked, had
Itaymond done aujlhlng whh.li any
rtamiusble business nun might ur
would uot have done? It was his duty
to keep ordor In his home, and tills ai
all he was trylug todo,
