Fatal Boiler Sxplosion.

' The Eureka , Ner., Sentinel' of
Oct. 22,. gives the following par-
ticulars ofa terrible boiler explosion
in that city, through which Edward
V. Perrin, recently of Salt Jake,

? At about nine o'clock yesterday
morning our citizens were startled
by a dull, heavy report, the hiss-
ing of steam and the crash ofa fall-
ing building, all combined in one,
the denotation of ' an "explosion.
The cause of the occurrence yester-
day was the explosion ofa boiler in
tbe rear of Zottman's blacksmith
shop oi Main street, and : used .byEdward : V. Perrin In his wood-sawi- ng

establiUment aad barleymill. Fire was started under the
boiler at the usual hour, and at the
time of - tbe : accident, the steam
guage indicated a pressure of 12o
pounds. ' The proprietor, Mr. Per-
rin, wa standing with his hand on
the throttle, as is thought, turningwater into the boiler frem tne pump.
The explosion -- was a terrible one,
shaking the ground for a considera-
ble distance, renin was thrown a
distance of fifty feet,over the wood--
)ile in the rear of the building, and
ell in the ditch a mangled, broken

mass of ' humanity. The boiler
struck a block firmly i imbedded in
the ground, and careening,assumed
a vertical position for an . instant,
when the tire-bo- x i flew off; and fly-
ing through . the roof, was hurled
over the town, ton distance of half
a mile, near the head of PovertyGnlch. The flying missile weighedover eight hundred pounds, lrom
