A STRANGE EXPERIENCE.

RECOLLECTIONS OF A [I'HYSICIAN AT~
TER ETHER EXIIALATION,

George K. Shoemaker, a Philadel-
plila pbhysiciun of acute an unimagina-
uve fscalties, records in the Therapeu~
tic tJazelle the following remarkable
record of his experiences while under
the mflucnce ot ether:

Thu* which counld be remembered
wilh distinciness may Le said Lo have
cecorred during three perlods: (a) Of
entrance, (b)) of uncousciousness and
{¢) of recovery.

1. The period of ¢ntrance, which was
briel and without cxciteinent, as was
afterwards learned. As the cfforts to
breathe deeply were continned, the
last sehtence which could be volun-
turily nttered was a ratiepal question
in resard to a sheet, which an attend-
ont was dirceted to spread over me.
Tnen the spreading ot the sheer, the
touch of the papkin to the face, and
the coolness ol the ether were distinet-
ly fell, bat an eflort wade immeodintely
speak a rational sentence
failed from refosal of the voeal
apparatus 10 respond to the idea. I
waus conscious thatd failed from this
ceuse. What this idea was which could
not be spoken couvld pot, unfortunate-
Iy, be recalled after recovery; though
atl the time when the idea was formed
Lthere was a distiuct judizinent in fayor
of its ratiopulity, aod & rcfleciicn on
the faflure of the vocal mechanism.
Swiltly running auras or waves
secmed (0 lollow one anolher rapidly
Fow within outward over the lmbs,
and the “*Egao’’ was gone.
2, The period of unconsciousness, or
the wave peried.
There was presentduring this thme,
and ouly during this time, the siugle
inpression of two endless parallel
lines in swift longitudinal motion, each
line being deflected ata certain point
w form a wave. There was a unilorm
misty backeround, and ouly a short
section of tue lines appeared, their to-
tal Jength being unsuggested., They
seemed to be wade up of points, close-
ly set, 80 that tbeir lupeitudinal move-
ment was apparent, ‘The lower line
moved from left to right, but the di-
rcction of movement of the Epper
could not be recalled.

The lower line was caught up to the
level of the npper 80 as toform a wav..
At a corresponding point a descend-
lng wave was formed on the upper
line, so that the two waves inter-
#ected,

These waves maintained thelr one
position, the idea of motion being con-
veyed by the points which made up the
lines, these secming 10 run over the
elevations at a burried rate, but with
perfect regularity. )

There was a constant sound or whirr,
not loud, but distinet, as of small
wheels or a spindie revolving with
great swiltness., This sound-like im-
pression seemed to be connected with
the running lines, and ceases as they
disappcar.d. It may be remarked io
pass:ng that—tue only objective con-
stant sound inihe room was mude by
un Arcand gasburner. The subjective

souml! did mot resemble this, aund,
maorcover, suddenly disappeared.
These phenomena occupied the

whole fleld. There were piesent no
dreams or viclons inany wuay councet-
ed with human affalrs, no ideas orim-
pressions akin to anything in past ¢x-
perience, no cmetions, of course, uo
idea of personality, There was no
conception as to what being it was that
was regardiong the two lines, or thit
there existed any such thing as a be-
ing; the lines and waves were all,

Luter came a conception of the rela-
tiou of those lines to me as un ind vi-
dual, but it was after the first consci-
ous respiration aid rationul ldew Lo be
hereafter described.

After an indefinite time, without
variation of the above phenoinena. the
line 1 the ascending purt of the lower
WAave grew ubsleady, secondary waves
being momentarily established on the
Iuain curve.

Ounce or twice the whole lower wave
fell with an Instanlancous metion, but
it was al once restored,

4. Period of recovery.

Just at this jancture I was conscious
of wakior a deep Inspiration, followed
by aprotound respiratory pause, the
suceceding inspliration belng accom-
panicd by the slight sound produced
uy sir passing 8 lax soft palate when
the moath Is'open.

With this first conscious inspiration
came Instantly the tirst ldea or the ugbit
of any considerable scope—namcly,
that such a respiration during ether-
ization wouuld indicate deep narcosis,
pear death. There was po fear ot
death or other emotion, rathér a feel-
inz of interest and curiosily ai to
whetner 1 had been near the edge of
life while more deeply under the anaes
thetic, The waves were now lost,
very rapldly, bt not quite 1nstantan-
cously, In spite of a strone and deter-
mined effert to retain a view of them.
I was still unable to speak or move.

Somewhere in this period, probably
after the long Inspiration, and certain-
Iy before the waves disappeared and

consclousness fully returped, came a
vamber of curlous ideas avnd hopres-

sions, many of which arc wholly be-
youd recall, even the order of those
rewembered being unkuown, except as
indicated above. All that can be hon-
e«ily done iy Lo mention thewm oneaficr
anolher, with no attcmpl al sequence.
I was most prolouwmdily lmpressed
that | Lhad been given & glimpse at Lhe
sinpwest gxpression or essential nature
of buman existence, It seemed per-
feetly ciear that those lines represent-
e or rather were wy existence (i.e,,
as a soul), and that the waves were my
human or anpimal life; or, in otber
waords, that the waves or anlmal life
constituted a temporary modiflcation
of ,a primary condition. The waves
were excesdinzly delicate, and the
slivhtest disturbing for e (o ild appa.-
ently cguse ibem to disuppear ard
leave ouly two lines. ('This idea was
strevgthened by the flickering of the
wave above mentloned,) :
The Idea obtained that therewas a
totally new conception to me and to
mankind, and that [ must remember all
that occurred aod recount it oncom-
pletely returnlag 1o confclousness.
Tnere was undoabtedly a deiinite or-
der in which the wvarions phases of
conscionsness returned, and [ deter-
mined to grasp sud remember the new
imr!reulona ag they cpme ope by one
before me. At first there was no doubt
that this could readily be done, all
s=cmed go clear; but as [ beeame more
and more able to understand the sur-
roundivgs.in the room, 1 was less and
less able to rcmember that which I so
stropgly wished and strove Lo retain.
There was now 8 knowledge that there
was an influence or power, absolote in
aathority, felt but not seen, entirely
impersonal, separate from me and
from homanity. This scemed as evi-
dent at that tine as does now the ex-
istence of material objects around.
The mind mgde no queslion of it

while the eoffegt o the ether
was present. In the ds of this
power memory stood Iplgss, con-
trolled by its mighty influence. 3

ly, inexorably was my dm;mim‘{gn
swept aside, and I was preyeated, in
spite of the siro t effort and the
most burnisg desire, Irom returning to
fall consciousness with a nct
hnowledge ol things which to waun
have always been mysieries.

It is simply desjred Lo record these
things as représenting the state of
mind at that time, sod no gttemptis
made Lo account for them, oy Lo sug-
gest that they were the resalts of
wonklng' of other than “‘patural
causes,”” After full recovery from the
ether a strong feeling of awe remained
which worg away graduoally alter seve-
ral ra. strange Impressions
took a dee d ypop me, and matter-
of-fuct angd nnimaginatiye as | am by
nature, it took 8 to shgke DF the
feeling that [ bad a glimpse of an-
other phase of existe 85 well as tof
reason myself ont of & neyw gud inde-
nn:- dread of ever taking the etner
again. :

E%ﬂsh Sparrows Kill a Cat.—An
incident occurred at Galena, [11., Iately,
which au illastration of the
fcrocity of the English sparrow,swarms
of w are now lafcsting that city.
It cousisted ol a battle hetween a Jarge
male member vl feline tr and a
numerous family of spsrrews thgt had
taken refuge o a crab tree in the
back yard of the rian
rauom?. and whose hoy
the

chirping noise

the limb of the tree, and dropped with
a “duil thud’ to the ground. Before
it could regain 1ts Ivet for the purpose
of making its escaipe, o hundred angry
sparrows dove at the animal, plcking it
about the head and back, until it was
utterly powerless to defend itself with
its paws, which it had at first endeav-
ored to make use of. The birds, seelng
the enemr was succumbing to the ter-
rible punishment they were inflicting
upon it, renewed the attack with re-
donbled vigor, and his catship was
soon stretched lifeless upon the ground,
with its eyes picked out of its head,
and {ts skall perforated in many places.
As soun as the cat ceased to show signs
of life, the sparrows flew back foto the
tree, and continued their deafening
chatter in honor of the victory.

A Very Clever Dog.—Frequent trav-
elvrs on the Hartford and Connecticut

his trips again as usual.

Chloreforming a Rattlesnake.—One
evening recently, a large crowd col-
lected around the show-window of
Spiker's (lrug store, 10 wilness the
cnloroforming of a large rattlesnake
that has been on exhibition for the past
thiree me ntha, Hie snakeship i8 nearly
four feet In length, and is a beautiful
specimey o the Joadly Bpecics. e
was canght In the wagon road near the
town of Fresne, some four months
a0, by a traveling agent of the firm,
and by him carrfed for six weeks in a
gunny sack, winle traveling over the
country in & gpring wagon. It has been
said of the rattlesnake that they eat
only once in 8k weeks and with them
it i8 & long thoe betwesu urinks, not
indalgine in qunlds olteuer than once i
a fortopizht. 'nis snake, however, has
proven the falsity of such statements,
Since he hes been upon exhibition dur-
ing Lke st eight weeks he has de-
voured three rats, three horned toads,
two frogs and several mice, besides
drinking water every day with' all the
gusto of a teetotaler. Ile became quite
robust, and upon “two occasions has
broken out of his cage and gone upon
& tour of lpspection in the store. llis
last escapade of this kind was a Iew
days since, and when it was discovered
that his shakeship bad made his exit
from his narrow glass prison, there was
almost a stampede among the clerks,
who were afraid Lo open the drawers,
remnove a box or bottle, or stefy into
auy portion of the room where it was
the leust bit dark. One clerk, it was
said, was so badly frightened that he
would not put his hauds o his rear
pants pockels for fear that his spake-
sbip mizbt be concealed Lthere. A vig-
orous search of the premises was made,
Lis sopakeship discovered, captared
with conslderable trouble, and with
the aid ol several pairs of long iron
tongs returned to his prison. A
councll ot war was immediately held,
and it was decided that he must die.
Jukt how to Kill Lhim was the question.
It was tinally decided to flrast chloro-
form bim apd put him to death with
surgical instruments, 8o asa to preserve
his body from brulses or lacerations.
A wire with & sponge attached, which
was satorated with chloroform, was
inserted Lthrougzh a hole in his den, aud
placed over his nostrils. At first he
showed fight,became (unite angry,struck
wild!ly at the spopge with his venom-
ons fangs, but the powerful anmsthetic
was too much for him, and he soon he-
gan Lo get away from 1t. }le was fol-
lowed around the cuge with the wire
for a half hour, but the chloroTorm had
no effect, and other methoda of admin-
isterfng it were resorted to. A syringe
was loaded, aud by that menns the lig-
uidl was thrown upon his head with
consuderable ferce, lling his eves gnd
nostrils. This was 100 much for him
amd he soon succumbed to the power-
ful sleep-producer.— Nacramento (Cul.)
