gard to Ood the Father, and Jesus,
the Mediator of the New Covenant.
We had certain vague, indistinct
ideas about these things before, but
we badi nothing real, tangible or
reliable. Nor Is it out of any con-

sideration, particularly, to ourselves
personally that theee things are
made manifest.
