THEN HE CUT MAN'S THROAT.

Mob Attacked Las Animas, Colo,, Jall,
Determined to Lyuch Fim
But Was Folled,

Las Animas, Colo, Dee. 26.—After
peveral hours of diligent effart ot
storming the county Jall here, a mob
which gathered after dark for the pur-
pose of avenglng the death of Henry
Lavenmeyer, a well-known farmer near

here, who was murdered in a most
brutal manner by a tramp, dispersed,
and it is not thought that further at-
tempts will be made tonight to carry
out the plan of vengeance. The mob
worked Its way into the jall as far as
the steel doors by breaking down the
wooden doors, but was met with a
stern refusal by the Jall keepers to
turn over the prisoner, and finally gave
up. When apprehended the murderer
gave hisg name as Lawrence Leberg,
and many beliave him to be insane,
Leberg's erime was the work of a
fiend. Alighting from a Santa Fe
frelght train yesterday afternoon at
Robinson station, near this c¢ity, he
crossed the river and secured a meal
from » farmer named George Purvis,
When Leberg finighed eating he de-
manded lodging, but was refused be-
cause of his abusive language. Leberg
left the Purvis farm and, after prépar-
ing a4 camp on the river bank, started
back toward Pur-is' place, evidently
bent on revenge. He set fire to a hay
egtack belonging to Henry Lavenmeyer,

'he fire attracted Lavenmeyer, who
took Leberg Into custody, allowing him
to ride behind him on his horse. When
Lavenmeyer dismounted to opeén the
gate at the road entering his ranch,
Leberg struck him on the head with a
hammer which he found tled to Laven.
meyer's saddle. The latter fell stunned
and Leberg beat him over the head un-
tii he became tired. Leberg left his
vietim lying in the road and went to
hig camp at the river side He re-
turned soon after and with a pocket
knife cut Lavenmeyer's throat from
ear to ear and attempted to scalp him.
The burning stack aftracted the neigh-
bors to the scene, whoTound the mu-
tilated body. A posse was formed and
Leberg was caught a mile or two away
riding on Levenmeyer's horse,

He submitted to arrest quletly and
even boasted of his crime, saying that
he had drank the blood of his vie-
tim. Leberg was brought here and
lodged in jall. At noon today Sherift
Brown started for Pueblo with his
prigoner for bettar protection, but was
met by a erowd of 800 peopla, who pro-
tested against Leberg's removal, and
he wag agaln placed in jall here. Al-
though there were frequent reports of
mobs organizing to dispose of Leberg,
not until tonight did they set about cars
reing out the work of vengeance.
foon after dark several hundred men
ind boys appeared at the jail, but were
refused admittance, Almost fmmedi-
ately they began the attack on the jall,

TO PREVENT ISSUE OF
GREAT NORTHERN STOCK.

Paul, Dec. 26.—Atty, Gen. Young
of Minnesota today began an action
againsg the Great Northern railroad
to prevent the Issue of $60,000,000 of
new stock recently authorized by the
board of directors,

A permanent injunction against the
company, its officers, ngents and seyv~
ants, Is nsked for, restraining them
from collecting amounts due on any
subscriptions therefor op from taking
any action to carry out the plans of
the stock 1ssue until the company shall
have made application In writing to the
rallroad and warehouse commission of
Minnesota and procured its conse 't to
that issaue, It also asks for a tempo-
rary injunction pending all ltigation.

The bill of complaing recites that the
Great Northern's original authorized
capital stock was $30,000,000, that being
the limit fixed by its gearter and that
between Feb. 1, 1800, and March 1, 1836,
the defendant made several large (n-
creases of stock until on March 1, 1008,
its capltal stock aggregated substans
tlally $160,000,000, That all these in-
creases were flrst made without appli-
catlon to the state rallroad commis-
sion as pequired by law: that defend-
ant has determined to agaln Increase
Its capital stock this time to $210,000,-
000, {tg stockholders having been {nvited
to subscribe for their prorata of same
and that no applieation has been made
10 the state rajlroad commission,
