G. frain, from the Southern States,

from which mission they were released

at the last Virginia Conference, held on

the 27th and 28th 9f September.

Elder Kimball left here October 81st,
1884, and went direct to _
Tennessee, where he was assigned by
President Morgan to Virginia and la-
bored in that State the whole of the
time he wes away. He baptized eleven
souls, assisted in fourteen other bap-
tisms, and tzaveled through seventeen
counties, taking in the northwestern
and southwestern portions of  the
State.

He labored first with Elder Iloward
Coray in Smith and Bland Counties,
and was there about six months, but
as it was anold, worn-out flald, he
saw bat little results of his lsbors.
The latter part of the time be had El-
der George A. Biglow to travel with.
He was then assigned to Pulaski,
Wythe and Giles Countins, in com-
pany with his brother, Jonathan G.,
but though these were new flelds they
met with Iittle sunccess, but with
considerable bad treatment, = No vio-
léence resulied, butthey were often
threatened. He next went with Elder
Joseph Smith, to open & new fleld in
Bath Ceunty, in the northwest, where
they baptized eleven persons and es
tablished a branch. They met cpposi-
tion here, but it resalted iu good, as Is

generally the case, _

He was then to préside over
the Virginia Com yand went into
Amberst h lll his brether

Hyrum, where he stald three months.

Of bhis experiepce in that régiou our
readers are alréady informed by ox-
tracts from his privateletters poblished
in the NEws. . Amberst County is now
the moat m fleld in the State.

Since February, when it was opened by
Elders J. T, Heninger,J. G. Kimball
and C. A. Welsh, there had been 31
bapiisms up to the time our infor-
mant left. Elder Hyrum H. Kimball
is mow laboring there with excellent
resalts, snd with Eldér Lameni Call
had eight or ten baptiams to attend to
at last accounts. After belng called to
preside;, Elder Kimball's labors were
general In character until he was re-
leased to return home.

Eide: Woaollgy left here the 13th of
October 1882, and was aioe ansigneid to
Virginis.

Dowell Counties, but oniy a few weeks
and met with no appareut success.

trict embracing twenty-six countles
They labored there 14 maonths but were
treated with great indifference, bap-
tizing none, though they called upon
priests and lsymen, judges and citizens
of prominende, byt recelyed ]ittle en-
couragement from them. Theyrecelv-
ed permission to preach in two
churches during the time. Elder
Woolley next attended the Conference
in September, when he was released.

He and Eider Biglow were mobbed
In [sle-of-Wight County, by & band of
twenty men armed with whisky bottles
and - pistols, both loaded. They
emptied the former iu aight of the
mecting-hoase, whers the hbrethren
were about to commence preaching,
and then came up to the house, but
were prevented from breaking up the
meeting by the presence of the prose-
cuting attorney, the coanty magistrate
and a Dr. Duck, who warned them of
the consequences and they reluctantly
desistad. .

These brethren corroborate the re-
ports given by other returned mission-
aries of the flattering prospects in' the
State of Virginia. But the feeling of
opposition is increasing correspond-
ingly, especidlly among the ministers,
The Saints have the spirit ot gathering
and there are indications for quite an
emigration next Spring. Most of
those who have lately joined the Church
are in pretty good clrcumstances, con-
sldering the poverty of their surround-
ings.
