Artificial Child Incubation!

Tbe report of some remarkable
experiments in to called artificial
child incubation comes from France.
The Glasgow Mail saya tnat the im
mense success which has attended
tLe artificial incubation of chickens
In France recently attraa:e:l ; the
attention of Dr. Tavernier,a learned
and ingenlus phjsiclan. He was
attached to a hospital for foundlings
and was annoyed at tbe large num.
bar of loundlings who died within
the first six montha of their i life.
The majority of tho t admitted to
the hospital Were weak ) and sickly
and he resolved to try what artin
outl incubation would accomplish if
applied to infants. The doctor icon'
struoted a child incubator on pre--
cieeiy tne aame moaei or tne ordin
ary chicken Incubator. 1 1 was a
box covered with a glass slide fur
nished with a soft wollcn bed j and
kept at the temperature j of
99 degrees, Fahrenheit, by the aid
of hot water, lie selected as the
subject or nis nrst experiment a
miserably made infant, one that
had come into the world at an in
Judiciously early period. ' This in- -
rant was piaoea la turn incabator.
provided with a nursing bottle and
kept In a dark' room. To the eur
prise of the doctor, it ceased to cry
on the second day it was placed in
the Incubator, and although it had
previously - been a preternatural."
sitepless child, it tank Into a deep
and quiet sleep, The child remain-e-d

in the incubator for about eight
weeks, daring which time it never
once cried, and never remained
awake except when taking nourish'
meui. It grew rapidly. Aud when,
At the expiration of aixty days, it
waa removed from the incubator, it
presented the appearance of a heal-th- y

Infant of at least a yar old. De
lighted with the sujess of the

Dr. Tavrrnler next select
ed an ordinary od in.
fant addicted to the usual palua and
ooiic, and exhibiting tbe usual - freb--

fulness of French infants, j This
child conducted itself while In the
incubator precisely as its tredeces
Bor had done. It never cried, it
spent its wnoie time in siesp. and it
grew aa if It had made up its mind
to embrace the career of a profes-
sional giant. After a tlx weeks
stay in the Incubator It was remov
ed and weighed; during this brief
Griod it had doubled lta weight. It

so ttrong and healthy
that it reeembled a child three years
old, and it could actually walk when
holding on to a convenient piece of
furniture. These two . experiments
satisfied Dr. Tavernier of tbe vast
advantages of artificial child Incuba
tion. Me immediately proceeded,wn ine permission or me autnor
lues of tne nospltaJ to construct
an Incubator of tbe capacity of four
nunorea lnianis, and in this he
placed every one of the three hun
dred and sixty infanta who were in
the hospital on the tenth day of
February last. With" the exception
of one who died of congenital hydro-
cephalus, and another v who was
claimed .by its repentant parents, the
infants were kept continuously in
the incubator for six months, when
they were removed in consequence
or naving outgrown their , nar
row beds.. The result will
seem almost Incredible . to persons
who are onfamiliar with the reputa-
tion of Dr. Tavernier, and have not
seen tbe report made to the French
government on this subject by a ee-e- et

! committee of twelve. The av-
erage ag of the infants last Febru
ary vts eiht months and three
days-- the youngest being less than
twelve - hours old and the
eldest not moie than tlsven
monts. Their average weight was
sixteen pounds, only one of the en-
tire 860 having attained a weight of
thirty-tw- o pounds. At the end of
six months of artificial incubation
the average we ght or each infant
was twenty-fo- ur pounds, and there
was not one wno would not have
been supposed by a casual observer
to be at least three years ' old. In
