Fitor Deseret Neis:

My labors have bLeen crowned
witl suceess. I arrived here on the
tth of May, and found the people
very prt-)udl[‘ed but anxious to
hear me speak. Accordingly a
meeting was appoiuted in the
School-house, where I addressed an
assembly that was very attentive.
It was the first time I ever address-
ed unbelievers while I have been
traveling. I have been traveling
in the counties of Mecosta,Izabella,
and Montealm, preaching nearly
every night, and sometines in the
day time, in barns, dwelling-houscs
and school-houses, but ncne would
open their churcehes. I have visited

high and low eclu-ges, have cun-
versed with lawyers and priests,
but I find the honest iir heart
among the poorer class, for the
higher ¢lass are lovers ol pleasure
more than lovers of God.  sStill

they say, ““You preach the Dilile,
but you do not preach the came iy
Utah.”

Well, it is like gleaning aitel
harvest; there isa head of wheat
here and there, and we must go

around and  pick up the seat-
tering seed of lsrael that are in the
United States, which vur fatherns
did not gather in the harvest of
some years ago, or ruther, that havoe
sprung i. since, There are but
few in this part that have evor
heard th.e gospel. I visit from Loy
to house, expounding Scriptare
il ux[nl::iuiug the plan of =l

fion, and the resnlt is that the
Liord has blessed my labors soomuch
that | have baptized tweinty-two
somls, and shall baplize some more
this week., [ lhave organizaed a
branch and Sundayschool atBroom-
field, Isabella Co., and appoint-
ed Fustes Blood, an old Kirtland
“Mormon,” who was ordained an
Elderthere, to preside alter being
rebaptized and ordained, and Al-
wiirin _Blood, a teacher, L0 ussist
him. T have also organized a branch
here and ordained Henry Thomp-
son & priest and set him apart to
preside over the branch, and Rulh
.. Herrington o tuke charge of
the Sanday schucl.

The brethren and sisters rejuice
in the work and are full of love ad
unity, and determined to serve L;,d
‘The Saints here intend emigrating
to Utah in the Spring, if they can
sell their farms.

I have passed through cousider-
able persecution. I bave had sticks
and stones thrown at me, and once
was lamed for several Ja;q The
mob has lain in wait te mob o,
but I was warned in tims to go
through the woods and esecape it.
I bave had them spil in my face
and punch me in the side. [ have
had to go wilthout ealing fur some
time and sleep out of doors, A few
days ago [ had preached thiree times
at Westville, Montealm Co., and
when meeting was out there were
fifteen to twenty persons waiting
uutsid(*, arnted with drumas, pans,
bells, aud pistols, and they follow-
ed me nearly half a mile, cursinge,
blaspheming, hurraliing for “0Oll
Brigham,” as they call him, and
shooting off their pistols over om
heads, for one of the bretliren was
with me. He said it only strencth-
ened Lis faith, for they were fulfil-
ing the third chapter of second
Timothy aod otlhers, and Le said
ho asould ceoe what the Saints wele
driven out of the United States for
—just preachiog the Bible,

As to the condition efdlic poopil
here, their fumilics, as o general
thing, consist of nuu er two child
ren. ‘T'he women generialiy are o
a sickly look, are net of a robust,
rosy-cheeked and Uyely turn as the
women in Utah are, and the men
and _Women are troubled with
T lhl(*r{ i= hand
whint uader a miortgage,
and it tukes all they can pget
to pay the interest and live serimp-
ing. They work hard all sumiel
to raise their crops, and atl winter
in the lamber wacds,  This s &
vast lambering country for hun-
dreds of miles, and saw mills and
shingle machines in every direc-
tion. Some mills bave as high as
sixly saws. Wages are from fifteen
to twenty dollars per month. The
wickedness hereis great. Theyare
quarrelling, back-biling, swindling,
stealing, lying, and lawing nearly
all Lthe time, and committing adnl-
tery, one man ruaning away wilh
another man’s wife, Three winis-
ters had to run away for adultery
near here lately. A gentleman in
Lakeview told me that there was
hardly a mau in the willage but
has got a mistress, O the wicked-
ness of this people! My heart
mourns for them. There ure mur-
ders and outrages in every diree-
tion. I will tell you of twe that
happened lalely., Near DMount
Pleasant, Isabella County, seven
men, or 1ather demons, cntered
the houuse of an Indian, knock-
‘ed him  senseless, threw the
baby out in the brush, dragged the
squaw into the neighboring wocds,
ravished her, and let her go. liu-
Indian is thought to be dat LEerons-
Iy ill, They bave cauchit six of the
villains alul they will have Lheir
trial Lthis week near St. Johns,

1 Bans ile at Millbrook of an
awfal rage near St. Johns, ut a
county echoolhouse, a mile fiom
any dwelling. 'The school mistres:
stayed after dismissing school, to
write, when three villains came in
and violated her, and because she
womndd pol agree not. Lo ex pose them
they cut her tongue out. She wrote
their names and died; when
she was found she was nearly dead,
HThey had not caught the sutlaws
the last news. Talk about the
Turks, we have got Turks in our
own land., Paul says, 2 Timothy,
3 chap., 13 verse, “Bul evil men
and seducers shall wax worse and

Twelve miles from liere, everal

houses in a village named \[nrlm'
were burned to ashes., A woman
and child were burned to cinders,

the weavil, the wheat fly, which
sutks the milk out of the berry,
and cockle, sorrel grass seed cheese,
and rust, ulqo potatoe bhugs and cut
worms, to deslroy Ltheir cropa.
Still they will not repent. How-
ever, there are many honest in
heart and they are anxious to hear
me preach, so I start on atour to
mMorg w.
