The funeral of Elder Hll-hulal H.
Felt, who, on' tha 27th inst., clesed
what had been, until stricken with 11l
health superinduced by advancing
years, 1 useful career, will be com-
doctea in the BSeventeenth Ward
meeting house to-morrow tbnmn,at
10 8. m.

The deceased was bora in Salem,
Massachusetts, February 6th, 1816;
baptized into the Courch of Jesus
Chlrist of Latter-day Saints in 1842 and
joined tha body of the Cburch at Nau-
voo in 1845. When the Baints were ex-
pelled from there, It was his desire,
and his preparations were made So
that end, to press on with the vaa, but
was atricken with fever saod ague ¢n
the frozen banks of the Missoori and
ugable to proceed.

He was appointed to preside at St.
Lonuis in 1847, and through those troab-
lons times, with the poWwers of dark-
dess poured out with fury upon the
people, and during those dark days of
the cholera scourge he nobly filled his
calling in directing, alding and com-
forting the Saints, to the satisfaction
and with the commendation of the
Ohurch aathorities, as showa by many
letters froem them im his posges-
sion. He Was finally released, and on
the 6th day of October, 1850, he, with
his family arrived in Salt Lake Valley.
Ia 1851 he was jappolnted & Presiding
Traveling Bishop. In 1854 he want to
New York w President Taylor and
assisted in eetablishing Lhe publication
known as The Mormon,and in receiv-
ing and forwarding the emigration. He
returned home in 1858.

Io 1865 he went to Great Britain on
a mission, where h¢ labored inm the
Millennial Srar office, and later as pas-
tor of the London District. returning
in 1867.

In 1868 he was mln called on a mis-
sion to the Eastern BStates, which he
filled. ;

He was the first alderman of ' Sajt
Lake City and served for many yearsin
the City Council, and for some time in
the Legislatore. He fgured promi-
pently, on numerous ‘oecasions, on
civic commiitees appointed to recelve
distinguished visitors to this city.

Ia 1873 he passed through a very se-
vere sickness, which left his body in a
debllitated condition sod has been
more or legs confined to the house ever
since.

On Jaunuary 15, 1887, he was stricken
with paralysis o the leg, ard though
he seemed to improve and his family
thought it was bat & local euomplaint
from lack of circulation and exercise
yet on the 27th, afteg sitting up some
time and appareantly Ino the best ol
spirits, lo fact bettér than for months
past, he retired to rest and passed
quietly away without realizing, as tar
as can be ascertained, any more than
did bis family, that ais demise was so
near.

The preliminary examinsatioa in the
case of James Kescel, Marshal of Park
City, onthe charge of extortiom, cl-eJ
up before Commissioner McKay yes-

terday‘ afternoon. C.
and Frank H. Thomas, the two
drummers who had been fleeced
by the Marsbal, were sworn,
and 'gave their versiom of | the
affalr, which was the same as the first
statzment of the case. This was that
they bad ordered two picture frames
ata cost of $3 each; when the bill was
presented it was for $4.20 each; they
took one frame at this price and left

the other; afterward they . left
Park City on Tuesday, whea
they were followed @+ by Mar-

sbal Keacel and Mr. Osbuocue, who
made the frames, and were compelled
by the two latter to pay ¥19.50 before
they were permitted to continne thelr
journey.

Several witnesses iwho Wére on she
stagé corroborated the account ef At-
kinson and Thomas as to what oceur-
red At that part of the proceedings.
This closed the testimony lor the pros-
ecution, and Mr. Dickson asked that
the accused be beld to #wait the grand
jury’'s action.

Mr. W. 1. Snyder, counsel for the de-
fense,called Police Justice F, E. James,
of 'ark City, 88 & witness, The latter
testitied that be (Issued a jwarrapt for
the arrest of Atkirson and Thomas
and gave it to the city marshal to
serve,

The clty ordinance making it a crim-
Inal offense for a person to order goods
and fail to psy for them, was Ilntro-
duoced in evidence.

Mr. Dickson objected to it, as Park
City was pot empowered by its charter
to pass such an ordinance.
Commissioner McKay remarked that
even M it were admissible, it would
have no-bearing on the case, as it did
not suthorize the defendant to com-
promise the affair as he had dene.

Mr. Boyder suggested that the com-
plaining witness was present and was
authorized to make a settlement.

Marshal Kescel was then sworn and
testified In his own bebhalli. He said
that he had been given a warrant of
arrest to serve on Messrs. Atkinson
and Thomas. He had followed them

overtaking them. &e thought that, as
Osborne, the complainant,was willing,
he was nmhmh:cd to make the setile-
ment he had done.

On ¢russ-examination by Mr. Dick-
sen, the witness could not give a locld
cxplanation of the bill of costs tigured
on the back of the warrant. These
were #4.25 for the frame; $2 for milesge ;
$#3 for Mr. Osborne’s time; §3 for the
police justice; (Mr. Dickson wanted
to know why this was locluded, w hen
there had been no hearing and the jas-
tice was not entitled to anything, but
recelved no reply) ; two other ftems for
$4 and $3.75, which were required to
make up the total of #¥20, the defend-
ant could not explain, but raid he
knew what they were for when he put
them down.
