requisite scientific and practical
knowledge, to investigate and
gather information relative to the
Rocky Mountain locust,9 chinch
bug, army worm, Hessian fly, pota-
toe imiz, and other insects injurious
to vegetation, in order to devise
successful methods for their des—
tructien, &ec.
bﬂllmpu spoke in opposition te the

Edmunds moved to amend by
striking out the claute authorizing
the Secretary {of the Interior, the
Becretary of the Smithsonian In-
stitute and the Comm issioner of
Agricultare to appointa commission
and to insert—‘‘The President of
the U. 8., by and with the advice
aund consent of the Benate,” so that
the appointment may be made by
the President by and with the ad-
vice and consent of the Senate, &c.

Clymer replied that the court
bad not proposed to ask them any
question at all; they were to be ex-
amined before the grand jury. If
questions were to have been asked
by the court fn the presence of the
public he might not have as great
an objection, but he amd his col-
leagues had felt that if they wele
to go before a grand jury, whose
proceedings were necessarily secret,
that fact would strike terror every-
where throughount the land, and
would close alfavenues of testimony
to the House and its committees,

Blaine reminded Clymer that
his own privilege as a member pro-
tected him and there was no power
to compel him to testify.

Clymer repeated that he had sta-
ted to the court tiat he did not in-
tend to plead his }n’ivilege, 80 it
might not besaid he intended to
exclude amything which should be
rightfully known to the publie.

Lamar said there should not be
an exhibition of parly feeling or
excitement during the prevalence
of such solemn events as were
throwing their ‘shadows over the
House. It seemed to him that the
‘volce of faction should at least be
hushed. He regarded this mandate
or subpoens, issued to the members
of the committes by the SBupreme
Court of the District of Columbia,
as an outrage on the privilege of the
House. He did not say the object
of the court was to push or to 1e~
press an investigation; the question
was one .purely of parliamentary
privilege. He regarded it as a dire-
liction of the privileges of the
House for the court to issue a sum-
mons to 8 member and order him
to bring along with him the records
of the House, and to remain in
court and not to depart until allow-
ed by the court or the District At-
toroey.

Blaine—‘ Does not the gentleman
from Mississippi see, and do not the
whole country see, that, havin
possession of the gvidence on whicﬁ
an indictment ean be found, and
having fn its possession every pa-
per in the case, the House puts it-
self behind its technical privilege
and throws itself across the indiet-
ment of Belknap, and that, to-day,
it stands as an obstacle and the-
sole obstacle to the indictment of
the Secretary of War?”

Lamar—‘Neither the gentleman
from Mississippl nor the country
sees any such thing.”

Blaine—*It is nothing but that.”

The question is simply whether the
House will permit its retords to be
at the beck and c¢all of a distriet
court. There is no doubt that
when the invest!gation is complet~
ed it will be within the discretion
of the House to permit the courts
to come in and get evidence, but
not pendente lite, while the Investi-
gation is going on and while the
commlittee is taking further testi-

Jackson invited the House to
look coolly at the situation devel-
oped this morning, The question
now raised was a question of privi-
lege on the tof a member of the
House who had received a judicial
invitation to aid in the indictment
and punishment of a eriminal; it
was an extraordinary case, and one
without precedent, He asked whe-
ther there bad ever been sucha
pre[:::ithn as had been suggeated
to the House, condemning an exe-
cutor of the laws because he had-
directed his subordinates to enforce
those Jaws?

cution? Before the commitiee made
its report there came a request to
the entire lowa delegation in both
Houses to call on the Secretary of
War, as he wanted to see them that
day. We went in the evening,
senaters and members, and we met
this statement from him —
‘‘“When [ sent for you, gen-
tlemen, I supposed there would
be some opportunitly to be
heard in the House on this subject;

‘I'he gen-
tlemen on the other side might
pursue their flea catehing if they
pleased, but the demoecrats would
drag from their turbid waters of
pollution the whales, and would
supplement Iiv‘g:hnps bf dragging
out the leviathan himself, expesing
himself to the indignation of an
outraged copnmunity.

Finally the debate closed, and the
House proceeded to vefe on the reso-
lution offered by Hoar asa substi-
tute for Lamar’s, and which prepes-
ed to declare that members .
