What a Single Bean Can Produce.

The history of a single bean acci-
dentally planted in a garden at
Southbridge, ;Mass., is traced by a
newspaper correspondent, . who
figured out its produce for three
years.

I take thla opportunity of Bend-

ing yoa a few items from this place,
which may b of interest to those
who are not acquainted wiin me
history and progress of Bamaria,
and who would like to aettle in a
good country, which la well wa- -
tered, and has a splendid prospect.
It in comparatively a new place,
but it is progressing very rapidly.
The people of this place have been
bountifully blessed with an abund.
ance of tbo fruits of the eartb,with-ou- t

being much molested by the
grasshoppers. They have threshed
over 12,000 bushels of small grain,
and have also an abundance of
vegetable and leguminous pro
ducts, which is BufUclent to supply
the whole valley for two years,
while in several of the neighbor-
ing settlements, the crops have
Uen an entire failure.

A branch of the Ma'ad Co-operat-

Store has been established
here, which is doing a good busi-
ness, and we expect to have a Post
Ofllce before long. Our storekeeper
Mr. II. Morse, haa built an exceed
ingly neat and well finished brick
dwelling house, which ia at credit
to the town, and an evidence of the
industry and good taste of the pro-
prietor. A first class grist mill,
which will cost about $10,000 is in
course of erection, on the Warm
Springs, one mile north of Bamaria,
by a company consisting or JN. j.I nland, K. J, Davis, W. Evans and
VV. B..Thews, JEsqre, of Malad City.
This mill being built on the Warm
Bprlngs, will be able to run nearly
all the time, which will be a great
boon to Malad Valley, and a sure
source of wealth to those enterpris-
ing gentlemen, the mill company.
A broad gage railroad has been sur-
veyed through the valley, en route
for Oregon, which, if It will be
built, will pass through or near this
town. i

Bamaria, although a new town, is
surrounded by all the natural facili-
ties necessary to make It a prosper
ous and flourishing place, and if the
railroad will eo through, it is most
likely to become the metropolis of
the valley, if not .the capital of
Oneida County. ,
