There has been trouble: he wants Sin
pah Zilbah "the dangerous one with
long hair on his chin" as the Kiowas
have named Matthewson, to help him
get at his Quaker agent, who seems to
nim a half-squa- w man.

How has this man made himself a
power with the fiercest chief ; among
the Kiowas? Years ago in the State of
New York was a lad with a hot, reck
less heart. That heart had not been
made restless by the cheap novel, for
the cheap novel was not yet. His
heart was restless because it was a big
heart, full of courage and high daring.
That heart had been fired by a book,
but it was a very noble book, the me
pi one of our very bravest Americans,
John C. Fremont. Well, the boy
did what mv boy readers, had
better not do unless --Jtliy are
absolutely sure they have as lofty
a heart as William Matthewson had

be ran away, and he struck for tke
nath the great pathfinder had: found,
the overland route to California.

If you ask an
Indian how far any place is, and If he
does not speak yeur language. he will
tell yon how many sleeps off it is. A
sleep is about twenty miles. If it is
about two hundred miles offi he will
lay his head in his hands, close his eyes
aud then hold up both hands-r- it is ten
sleeps off. If be wished to tell yoir'you
lied, he would thrust out two index
fingers from his mouth, making an ob-
tuse angle "iTou talk forked." iMat-thews- on

understood this sign language
perfectly, but the'Indians did not know
this. Some Indians of another tribe
had come in. They were talking this
sien language to ajjroup of Kiowas :

"What is it?"
"A prisoner got away, l'rlsoner

white and a young girl. Stole one of
their ponies. Got away in a storm.
Will give one, two, three, four4 five
cattle Kiowa catch her."

"All at once it flashed over me," he
said. "A young girl alone; on the
plains, two tribes banding to eaten
hex I My brave one, I'm on your side !

I boi-- them or half gave them t.ie
goods to get thera away. I saddled
two horses my mare Bess and a splen-
did horse I had. I took my carbine
and two Cdlt revolvers.
