Selecting Seed-Corn. -

The greatestcare and clrcumspection
should be used ln selécting and saving
seed-corn, that its various qualitles
may be improved. The majurity of
tarmers go to toelr cribs for seed, and
even here if care is used in selecilng
seed may be kept up. One-of the firs,
qualities to be observed is strong ger-
minating power. Every I[armer who

failing to germinate, need not be told
that this 18 of great importance. Seed
is in Its best condition for reproduc-
tion when it ripens perfectly before
barvested. Grain may be better as
food when harvested prematurely,bat
for seed it should be ripened
thoroughly vpon the stalk. N%w is
the best time for selccting seed. The
earliest-matured ears can be selected.
The graine of an ear which
matures  early wﬂ_i produace
plants which will atuore thelr
ears earlier than plants from the grain
of a Iatar-mataring ear. 1f selecting
seed {8 deferred until the cort
18 gathered, we may Dbe able to se-
lect good-looking ears, but we cannoot
tell whether they matured earliest, or
whether they grew one Qr two ears to
the stalk. -

Select ears from stalks that have two
ears. Take the w‘: ear, if it is well
matured. In so doing,the productive-
vess of corn may be greatly increased.
Another important point in selectin
seed Is the cob. The quantity
shelled corn is much grester with a
small cob to the quantity of the cob,
than it {3 with a large cob. feeding
corn with a large cob tocattle,they can
htrdl;oehew it up; besides, the cattle
have toeat 850 much cob to get & Httle
corn., varieties of corn bavea
smaller/cob than ethers,butina e
of this kind, growicg in the s
there will be fonnd ears with smaller
cobs and deeper grains than others.

In u% seed, salect those ears
with the est cob, of niedlum slze,
of 1ood length, straight, of symmetri-
cal uty, lnln reaching quite to the
end of cob, and easy shelled.
