Thecells are inaufflclently
ventilated, and this, together with
the. dampness, causes foul smells
to arise, necessitating the Jailor to
keep quicklime in each aud everyoe to make the atmosphere endur-
able; but at the same time a pris-
oner would have to undergo some
hours confinement before he ceuld
be easy In such an aroma arising
from all the combined causes.-- . The
Eriaoners expressed theanselves

the manner In which
I they were treated. The only fault
tha fnimrl raraa vlth (h iltmnnMi
and insufficient ventilation. The
Jail was as clean as could be ex
pected under the circumstances,
and the prisoners appeared to be
wen xea ana cared ror.

The City Jail we found well kept
and very clean, separate cells being
provided for women, and men
taken into custody for drunkenness.
The bed places are of iron, the
frames being built Into the rock
walls; the room into which drunken
men are put Into to sober en being
far superior in ventilation to any
part of the County Jail. We cannot
nna any rault with the City jail or
its keepers, and must e the I at lor
praise for the manner iu which his
duties are performed- - h

The city and county officers ren-
dered us all the assistance we need-
ed in our examination of these
places, readily and cheerfully.in conclusion, we would suggestthat the attention of the prooer
county offlcera be called to the ne-
cessity of providing a suitable Jail
lor mis county, either building one
or by properly draining and ventil-
ating the one now in use. By a
small outlay the one the county has
can be vastly Improved in these
respects. Jfeaasieaus should be pro-vided

i
of either iron or wood.. Your

committee would auirzeat iren;
as the buildlue belnir entirely of
stone the frames could be fastened
into the walla and floors in a man
ner precluding, the i possibility, of
prisoners taking them to Pieces for
the purpose of making weapons of
mem. l nee suggestions are made
because we do not consider It either
right or Just that a man confined
in Jail while awaiting trial and un
able to give bonds for his appearance snouid be made to auner ' in
his health thereby, and have the
foundation laid for diseases which

ill probably hang to him for the
remainder ef bis life. '
