SOMETHING SOLID.

In the midst of much thatils of the
baloon order of the boom business It
is refreshing to turn towardsomething
solid. Nothing In the Ilatter lime
affords more satisfsction to those who
desire the substantial pregress of the
commurity than the noble structure
erected by Z. C. M. 1., and which is
rapidly nearing completion. As soon
axs it is ready for occupany, the manun-
facturing department, conducted by
Mr. W. H. Rowe, will move from jta
present quarters Into it. We hope
s00n Lo see & busy throog of factory
empleyes at work in it, in the midst of
the hnm and whirl of labor-saving
machinery,turning out great quantities
of goods for home consumption, and
maybe & margin for expertation.

Yesterday we took a look through
the building, and pronounce It all that
could be desired for the purpose tor
which it is designed.

Ths mechanical construction is, in
many respects, novel, and for strength
and security it Is unexcelled by any
bullding of its class we bave seen in
this country. The ferty-four pillars
that surround the bullding support the
foar walls; each plllar rests on a
double base ol stome. From base to
base is an arch supportimg the coum-
necting wall, which could be removed
without weakening the buildipg. Is
the pillars, at each floor, are set large
cul stones, a8 plers to support the ends
of the cross-beams, which are made of
seven two-loch planks, fourteen inches
wide, placed om edge and bolted to-
zether. :

The measurement of the baullding,
independent pf the tower, I8 one hun-
dred and sixty-five feet elght inches by
forty-nine feet. The basement is ten
feet six inches high, and the columna
which suppart the upper floors are
oigbteen in' number. These rest on
stone bases, and are ol wood, fourteen
by fourteen inches., Ateach floor these
are surmeunted by irom caps, each
welghing six hundred pounds. The
c¢olumas susiain the emtire welght
ol the floors and roof, making
them entirely independent of the walls,
which in case there be any settling of
the piers, are 1o no danger of cracking,
a trouble that has 'bDeen difficult to
overcome ia large bulldings.

The basement floor is to be of ce-
ment. Those above are double, the
lower floor being three-inch lumber,
grooved en both sldes, and bound
with a tongue Im. On top
of this s & layer of as-
phaltum paper, and over thls ome
and a half inches of flooring, making
the floors water tight. The asphaitom
also has the effect of partially
deadening the sound in the room
below of those,working on the upper
floor; thls 1s necessary from the Isct
that there are no plastered cellings.
The cross - beams under the
floors are conoected at the intersec-
tions by three hundred pound iron
shoes, and are bound to the outside ol
tbe wails. None of the timbers, how-
ever, pass through or inte the walls,
butare entirely independent except for
the bracing rods.

- Above the first story the rooms are

eleven feet six Imches high. The
fourth story has an arched roof, bound
in the centre by lapping beams, which
aléo brace the walls, The roof is coms=
posed of three-inch luamber, four coats
of tarred paper,and tarred canvas;
the whole 1s covered with a coating of
floe gravel. The water is carried off
by four drains. ¢

Io the roof are two fire escapes, by
which, in case of fire, the occupams
of the bulldiog would have no dif-
culty in escaping to the Z. C. M, I.
gereral store, with which the factory is
connected. A

The tower is at the east side of the
main bulldlog, in the center, and is
eixteen by forty feet. In it are the
stalrcase, elevater, closets and rooms
for the hats, cuats eto., of the em-
ployes.

The whole bnudlu is perfectly
hghted, five-eighths of the walls be-
ing wiadows. There are in the four
stories and basement two hundred and
two windows, each composed of four
sashes, one of which can be opened
for ventilation. The walls of the main
buildiog are fity-eight feet high, ana
the tower seventy-nina feet. No
plastertog will be done, as the brick-
work is pointed inside as well as ont.

A large force of men has been em-
ployed in the erection of the building,
the pay rolis showing that frequently
over eighty men were engaged, lnde-
pendent of teamsters.

Watson Brothers sre the buildera

" and the structure is a credit to that
firm. It has been inspected by men 1o
the building line Irom the easi, who
have expressed nnqaalified admiration
for it. Itis perfectly safe to say it is
probably the finest of its class between
the Milssouri River sod the Paclfic
Coast. Mr. Robert Bowman, a young
man raised in the community, has bad
entire charge of the carpeater werk,
which bas been solidly and lagenionsly
executed. A few more buildiogs of
this kind and there would be no doubt
as to the substantial and progressive
character of the boom.

Superintendent Eldradge takes great
satisfaction In contemplating the mew
factory bullding and its possibllities in
the manufacturing line.

George A. Smith’s tourist party, in
1873, bhe found his son in & precarious
condition. In the hope of improving
his health he accompanied his father
ona trip te the Contineat of Eurppe
and visited Paris, Bernn, Vienos aad
Scandinavis.

The mission to !urope lasted about
two years, and alter his retara homs
he accompanied his father on a preach-
ing trip through the settlements of
Northern Utah. It was then that ha
first mes Miss Margaret A. McBride, of
Eden, Weber Couaty, whom he mar-
ried in August, 1874. In October, 1870
he was called on a wmission to tne
Eastern BStates, and during his
absence he was seized with
such a prestrating. sttack of his
old malady that be was compelled
to return in & few months, from Mass-
achusetts, where he had been laboring.
On his return and recovery he resumed
his public labors in the. Bt. George
Stake of Zion, of whose High Counell
he was a member for many years. Hg
also eccupied the secular effice of as-
sessor and collector of Washington
County for a considerable period.
Nesrly the whole of his life from the
time of his reachiog manhood wasa
constant struggle with an obstinate
and finally fatal malady. The complaint
originated when he was 20 years of age,
whén be suffered a severe attack of
rhenmatic fever, the effects of which
were gever eradicated from bis beart
and lungs.

A corrupandont of Science, Mr. P.
J. Farnsworth, of Clinton, Iowa, finds
a very striklor resemblance befween
the membrane of diphtheria and the
fungl that produce dry rot, or more
especially those ferms that grow im
living trees. A white or yellow leath-
«ory subatance is preduced, sometimes
known as “‘punk;’” the roots of the
funzus penetrate the cells of the wood
in every direction, producing disinte-
gration amd deeay. Diphtheria Is
called an exudation, and classed asa
bacterial disease, when in fact it isa
funguos of a higher order. It grows on
the surface, and spreads by fibulations,
and its roots penetrate deeply into the
tissue, producing changes and de-
composition, which becomes the
soll for bacteria, generating poi-
sons that are absorbed and
powerfdlly affect the whole sys-
tem.  In this view its life history bas
not been studlied or found out, [t is
known that the membrane can be
transplanted, but how it is propagated
by spores 1s unknown. There is evi-
dently some pécullar conditien re-
quired. It may be that an salkaline
condition of the system s required,
which is the reason for the capriclous-
ness of its infection.

Prof. Chandler, of New York, one of
the most eminent analytical chemists
and saonitarians, knows something of
the manufacturers of patent medicines
—'"because they try to bribe me to
certify to the value of their concoc-
tions.” Some of them, he says, are
admirably managed, having regular
staf? organizations. There is the liter-
ary man, whe writes the letters, giving
marvelous accounts of marvelous
cures; there Is the artist, who shows
the patieat before and after taking
twenty-two bottles of the medicine;
there is the poet, who composes poems
upon the subject; there |s the liar,who
swears to what he knows isn’t true;
and  the _forger who produoces
testimonials from bis own
1magination. ‘‘*Withoat exagger-
ation, I should say that nine ountof
ten of these proprietary medicines are
frauds, pure and simple ; the real husi-
ness is advertislog for dupes. The
medical part of it Is but & side issue, I
am pretty sure, if I were to pound up
brickbats, and spend $100,000 advertis-
ing it at $1 an ounce, as a sure cure for
some disease which cannot be cured, I
 should get at least $110,000, thus giving
me $10,000 for my trouble. Nine-tenths
of the medicines sént out in this fash-
jon bave no more curative properties
than brickbat dust.”
