Trains of provisions creep like great
serpents over the country. Active de-
tachments of telegraph, men push on,
while the field poe to files conveys letters
to different dlvlslous, from side to side.
For many a mile the whole country Is.a the move. I fancy that the villagersare simply astounded at what they see,
aod imagine that all Germany is uoon
them. The soldiers, laughing, tell of
tneotner two great armies which are
invading France. Fatherland is quite
safe, and the war has scarcely troubled a
single German village, not one In this
part of the line, and rain as it may, the
men are thoroughly cheerful.

The
task Is difficult, when one remembers
that there have been collected, within
the last three days, 60,000 of the nation-
al guards and the firemen of the sub-
urbs, knowing very little about the
han-illo- g of arms. Meanwhile corps
are being formed; experience is work
lng Its lessons, and everybody Is at his
post. If the enemy comes he will meet
with a warm reception, between the
Blsna and Marne, bsfore he gels to
Paris, and under the wall- - ot the espltal
itself, where an entrenchment is being
formed, which le already occupied by
one division of the regular troops.
Paris reminds one of the barricades of
the day after the Insurrection or June,
184S. The national guard and troops,
en route for the front, are encamped
in the streets, on the places and in the
public gardens; aids and bearers of dis-

patches are passing in all directions.
The people, grouped about the streets,
discuss the news with animation. The
fate of Paris ls entirely In the hands of
her military savior. Little ls said of
the Emperor. The Prince Imperial is
reported at Rheims. The Parisians do
not relish the destruction of , the woods
of 3oulojrne and VIncennes, the trees
of which have been made Into abattls,
to hinder the approaches to the fortifi-
cations; but it .is said to be absolutely
necessary. Bazaine continues to retreat
successfully, inflicting enormous losses
npo2 the enemy.
