Chicago, Jane 25. The convention

reassembled at ten minutes past six
and proceeded to the regular order ol
business, the presentation of names
for the Vice-President- ial nomination.

Griggs, of New Jersey, presented the
name of Wm. Walter Phelps.

& necessary state as was Indiana. By
the action of the convention this after-
noon, the fifteen electoral votea ot In-

Indianapolis, June 23 During the
balloting at Chicago for Harrison, when
it became apparent that his nomina-
tion was possible, the excitement in
the street became Intense.
