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OLD HONESTI'S RENINISCENCES OF
SALT LAKE THEATRE.

The Theatre is situated on the corner
of State an:i First t:plnu:h nm,.:; di-
mensions, its groubd pian
one hundred and forty-four feet, wltx
walls forty feet high to the square. From
the ground to the top of the decking it is
sixty-five feet; it has an additional roof
of shingles over the deckin The rock
work, three feet thick, rises twealy feet
above the water table; the upper part of
the wall is of adobies, two and a half
feet thick; the roof is self-supporting.

1st, 1861, The akchitect, Mr.
Folsom, the carpenters, Lhe masons,
painters, the Jdecorators, the laborers,
the teamsters, all went to work for
its erection and completion with an en-
ergy which was truly praiseworthy.
From its commencement uutil ita comple
tlon, not a serious accident befel any of
the workmen employedsupon it.

The butidiog contalns an ofice, each,
for Maonager, Treasurer, Stage Man-
ager, Janltor, Copyist aud Band Mas-
ter; also a Band Room, Male Ward-
robs, Ladles’ Wardrobe, Carpenter’s
SBhop, Painters’ BShop, Lthree FPro-
perty Rooms, Lamp ms, Green
Rooms, SNcene Rooms, seven BHtove
Rooms and fiften Dreasing Rooms.

In the month of February, 1862, as
we visited this mammeoth building, we
saw near two handred men working
with all thelr might aud strength, to
get thias temple of the drama ready for
the opeaing night, which was fixed for
the 6th of the following month. The
carpeunters, under the direction of W,
H. Folsow; the masous under J. SBta-
ples; the painters under W. Pitt; the
soenery by W. V. Morris, G. M. Ottin-
ger and their assistants; the costumes
by C. Clive, Mrs. H. Maiben and their
a:alatants, and properties by C. Millard
and assistants. Each seemed determined
to be ready for the appointed time. The
long saticipated hour arrived; we were
favored with an invitation from Presl-
dent B. Young to be present with our
family at the dedication, which com-
mencad with the choristers singiog—

“Lo! on the mountaln tops appearing.”

Then came a Krnyer by President D.
H. Wells. We havea very vivid recol-
lection of that prayer, and often think
ofit; we imagine, even now, If it were
occasionally repeated wita the same
spirit, and sensed as it shounld be, it
would not have a bad inflaence. Py-
haps it was the first and only Theale
upon this continent that was ever dedi-
cated by prayer, and indeed it was a
reat and good prayer. After the ded-
catory prayer Elder W. C. Dunbar
sung,

“*Then conquer we must, when our cause
it is just,
And this be our motto ‘in God Is ourtrust.” "’

Then followed addresses by President
B. Youog and our much-lamented and
higly esteemed friend,the late President
Heber C. Kimball,and Elder John Tay-
lor. Bongs and music were interspersed
during the evening, the muslc
unader the direction of Professor C. J.
T homas,

On Batarday the Sth, the first dram-
atle performance was given, when
the Deseret Dramalic Assecistion per-
formmed the ‘“‘Pride of the Market'’ and
the farce of “‘State Secrets.” A few
performances were given in quick suc-
cession, whea the first season oloeed
with the play of **Love's Sacrifice’ and
the farce of “Widow's Viotim,"" on
Saturday, April 19th.

Im ly after the close of this
season the auditoriom was pulled down,
remodelled and re-arranged, and many
improvements made, affecting both
sound and sight;and on Christmas Eve,
1862, It was so far completed that the
doors were again opeaed to receive an
saditory, lavited by President B.
Young. The house was soon filled to
its utmost capacity with a respectable
and delighted audience. On the stage
were sealed Presidents Young and Kim-
ball, with ten of the Twelve Apostles.
The Orchestra opened the entertain-
ment, the Tabernacle choir ap-
peared before the footlights and sung

“On the Mountain Tops appearing,'’

and Elder E. T. Benson (who has since
finished his earthly mission) offered
prayer. The choir sang
*Hard Times come again no more,”’

Presidents Young and Kimball and
several of the Twelve made brief and
pertinent addresses. During the plea-
saot evening several songs were sung
by Iadies and gentiemen, after which
the scenes were suddenly drawn and
the orchestra struck up that besutiful
old Eaglish contra-dauce, “Sir Roger
de Coverly,’”” and a select company, al-
ready on Lthe boards, weunt through it
with right grol will. The time flew
swiftly on, uuti! the hour of eleven,

“When a kind good night to all”

Was provoudeced. The following
"Fm the doors were opened for a dram-
atic entertaloment. Manager J. T.
Caloe stepped before the curtain and
expressed ashort and welcome greeting
to the patrons of the drama; theo came
s few bharmenlous stralns from the Or-
chestra, lead b‘y Professor C. J. Thomas,
when “tinkle” went that ever welcome
bell (1o the audience), up rolled the
beautiful prodcenium curtain, and
Tobin's “\splendid comedy of ‘“‘The
Honeymoon,” with a » and ex-
cellent cast from the Deseret Dramatic
Association, ap d to great credit.
