not accustomed to undress before so
much company, nor was she usuallywaited on by such grooms." And yet
we are told there is nothing in Utah,
when we have really the eqifu! of any of
these women. "

If Senator Hoar were conversant
with tbe history of his State he would
know that even Massachusetts had a
heroine. There was at one time a ladytiiexl for witchcraft. She pleaded not
gi'ilty, and she was officially murdered.
About two weeks ago the descendants
of this womau raised a statue to her
memory. It took --DO years to And out
that she was a heroine; but all's well
that ends well, and it is praiseworthyto recognize honesty and worth, even
at this late day. There is no statue
ociug iaised to thu witch burners, and
it Is to be hoped there never will be,
though it is probable that there are
many Hoars and Nieces among their de-
scendants.
