Yesterday afternoon deputles Bmith
and Gleason went to Provo, asd served
& warrant of arrest apon Heury Saun-
ders, Sen., of the First Ward of that
place. He was brought to this clty
last evening. Mrs, Sarah B. Ssunders,
Mrs. Sarsh A. Saunders, Henry Saun-
ders, Jr., and Hetty Saunders were
subpmnaed as witnesses, and were re-
quired to reportthemselves forthwith in
Judge McKay’s court in this city. Mrs.
Sarah B. Saanders was finally excused,
being ordered to appear before the
grand jury of the First District on
Sept. 27th.

The sccused was arraigned before the
Commissioser on § complaint charging
him with unlawtul cohabitation. This
document was filed ten months ago, on
November 7, 1885, but for some reason
the arrest was not made until yester-
day.

Mikesell’s brother them inter-
fered and peparsted them. Morgan
gotthejneckyoke agalo, and threat-
eped to get even. After -break-
fast fthe men went to work.
In the evening witness saw Morgan at
another camp, and they both came to
Salt Lake. Mikesell was 37 years old,
over six feet high and about 18 pounds
injweight. The affalr began in fan,
The wounds on Mikessll's head bled
freely. There were two gashes nbom
three Inches ln length.

L. W. Smart corroborated this l.uu—
mony. He was present at the
striking 1o which “Morgan] In-
flicted the wounds on Mlksosell's
head., He dld not see the blow struck,
but heard it, and on looking around
saw Mlkesell unconscious on the
ground, snd Morgan stapdlog along-
side of him, having dropped the neck-
yoke.
