GRAND PRIX CONTEST,

Automobile Clubs of France to
ticipate In Race Toesday.

Dieppe, Mranuce, June 30,—~Prepavations
have acen compieted for the gtund prix
contest of thoe Automoplle ¢lub or rranc
on Tuesday, which promiges to bhe the
nardest fought and fastest pace yet run,

‘e Madrid-Pais competition st yedr,
when Lhe cars were driven half the vme
through a surging sea of peopiv, was L
deatholow to stralghtaway speed rucing
In France. This year a beautitul cloged
triangular course, the angles being at
Dieppe and Londinleres, gne of which
skirts the sea, hag been  selected It
measures 70 kllometers, und must be civ-
culted 10 tmes. The roadway I8 In per-
fect condition, but has a few dangaious
turnings and many rapid curves. [t is
expectod that Duryea's record for speed
over the Ardennes course will be hroken.

The most elaborute arvangements will
be muade to prevent mobs from (nvading
the track. kight thousand soldiers wid
be stationed at 40 feet intervals along the
course till the race §s finished.

The club this year has discarded the
rule regarvding the welght of cars, substi-
tuting a limit of essence of consumption
of 30 litres per 100 kilometres,

There are 385 entrles, representing 15
firms, Including 24 French, tive ltallan,
three Belglan, three German, two English,
one Bwiss and two Amerlcang, Elllott B,
Shepard and Walter C. Christie. Christie
will drive his own car, which is (he high-
est powered of all entered, having 133-
horsepower. The pilots include practieally
all the world's cracks, among them belng
Nazarro, Szisz., Laucls, Wagnor, Jenaez-
ty, Sougler, Duray and Memery.

In the preliminary trisls Nazarro has
made the Tastest cireult, 42 minutes, while
Lancis. and Wagner hava done the best
work at the curves and have made the
fastest spurts. The latter was the fast-
est, at the rate of 160 kilometers per hour,
The chances are for the French retalniug
theé cup. on acount of thelr preponderant
numbers.
