Utit apart from thue
thing;, the legal and olllcialiy au-
thorised oppression in bad enough to
mabe this age notable in the history
nf persecution.

All the llussians are heavily
taxeJ. but In addition to the taxa-
tion they share with the rest of the
people, the Jews sutler feveral
special taxes. One of these is the
box tax, which is leiied upon every
iound of meat butchired nccordlrjg
to Jewish rites, which meanV, of j

couree, all meat eaten by the Jews, j

but this tax goes further than meat.
It is levied on the rents of all
buildings owned by the Jews, on
the prorits of all business conducted
by the Jews, upon all property be-
queathed by Jews to their heir,
upon all clothing iorn by Jews,and
on various other Jewi'h Interests.
For example, every Jew lias to pay
$.1.50 a year for the privilege of
wearing a skull cap at family pray-
ers, according to the universal cus-
tom of his people.

There is also another

all candles burned by the Jews in
religious observances. There is also
a printing tax, levied upon ail print
in , presses operated by the Jews,
ranging from $U to SH), according
to tlie size or the press.

rnUrthc civil service or practice
law or medicine. Xo Jew may hold
nuy local or munictral ofllec or take
rutlu any election for the same.

.NoJew may lie a member of a
schofel board, or be a police magis-
trate, nor bo foreman of a jury, nor
be master or of a build.

To go into the private life of the
Jews, it is to lie observed that in 110
school are there more thin If per
cent of Jen lh pupil. In many
towns tho Jews form5 ptrctut 01
more of the jopuhUcu, and so a
majority of their culldreu are denied
school priilegc. o relief can be
obtained by sending the children to
school in ether I laccr, where the
nunt'jtrof rrtiidmt Jews does not
come up to the to fT rent limit, be-

cause the law expressly declares
that the chilJreu of Jen Uh parent
are allowed to attend school only in
the placu where their parents live.

As toreliciius wonJilp, it is ab-

solutely forbidden in private Iiou-e-

except by special permission. Tuat
is, every Jew must secutu a license
to hold family prayers or even to
pray in private in his own bed-

chamber. Public worship in a
synagogue is only permitted in
plans having eighty orraore Jewish
houses, toiu places tilth less than
eighty Jewish houses religioun wor
ship by the Jews is totally forbid-
den.

These laws are enforced to the
very letter and more. Itlsanecry-d- a

occurrence for Jews to be ar-

rested, fined and imprisoned for
praj iug without a licen-- It is now
rumored that more stringent lawB
still arc to be promulgated, and the
only question seems to be. how far
will it be possible for unbridled And
brutal tyranny to go.

The accused was a Itussian
nobleman named Kroukowski,
whose exploits as a brigand rut Kra
Diavolo and all his brothers in the
shade, and the Interesting tiling
about all of his criminal and
romantic career is tliat there Is 110
room for fiction In the story, be-

cause it lias been established by
evidence corroborated and swoiu to
In court.

For years this man Kroukowskl
was in the habit of carrjingon a
nocturnal warfare upon the rich
nobiesofVolhynla. Jielngason of
rich parents, who lived in Pobolsk,
he received an excellent education,
and spoke Trench like a Parisian.
He spent a great deal of his time in
Paris nt the commencement of his
career, and was the guest there of
several aristocratic families. In 1SS1

he was living a ve"y fast life in the
French capita, and when his for-

tune began to slip away from him he
organized a band of brigands, the
principal officers of which were bis
coachmen, his valets, and some
monjinks on Ills own estates.

ports cf II. II. Johnson, who has
recently made explorations In Afri-
ca, it "appears thai the Zambesi
River will be. more valuable to co in-

tra rce than has been believed, for a
navigable branch has been found.
It has long been known that the
River Is the third or fourth largest
river in Africa. In its central and
upper portions, however, it cannot
bo nav'gated cn account of rapids
and fails. Its lower course, alio,
has not been available for naviga-
tion from the sea, because as far as
was kniwn not one of tho streams
which form its delta could be d

by seagoing vessels.
Two years ago Daniel Rankin

surprised geographers by reporting
that the Chindo mouth of the Zam-
besi could be traversed t all stages
of the tide by ocean vessels. The
news was received with considerable
Incredulity, but Rankin was known
to be a careful man and his retort
upon his discovery was exhaustive,
and seemed to be conclusive. He
surveyed tbe Chindo River, and his
map' was widely published.

The recent expedition of II. H.
Johuiton proved the accuracy of
Rankin's report. He ascended the
ChinJe mouth of tbe Zambesi lu a
steamer drawing thirteen feet cf
waterand had no difficulty at all
lu reaching the main river. Her
Majesty's ship SforX-- , iu which he
made this journey, is certainly tbe
largest vessel that has yet been on
the Zambesi. He left the SlorL
when she had steamed forty miles
up the river, as it was EOt deemed
advisable to take ber beyond the
tidal Influence. 'Die rest of bis
journey up the Zambesi and Shisi
Rivers was made iu small botts.
Mr. Johnston says the trip, which
formerly required seven days from
the sea to the mouth of the r3hlbl
Hirer can be made by steamer on
the Chindo and Zambesi in three
days and small g 'vessels
can travel from Europe and pene-
trate Africa for a considerable dis-

tance in this direction. It has
therefore been discovered that the
Zambesi will be more useful to
