Another superstition seemingly hand
ed down from paganism Is the drawing
of the Easterwater at sunrise from a
spring flowing toward the East and this
without speaking a word This water
the ycung people pour over themselve-
sbelievingbyso doingthey willbekept-
healthyholy and beautiful the whole
year Ths mixture of heathenism and
Christianity Is particularly nollcable
among the Catholics and in the country
districts especully one finds the people
thus priest ridden

day Saints to note these various super-
stitious beliefs and compare them with
