He
Uien proceeded to compare tn num-
ber of members which were accord-
ed the southern States by the bill,
with those to which they were fair
ly entitled. Mississippi was accord
ed seven members, when, as on a
basis of the votes, she would be only
entitled to four.

Ueorgia . was al
lowed ten representatives, though
entitled to only five.

Hammond, of Georgia, said the
