[tition of s former testimony, 1
fin explanation thereof.  Wilson
Lestificd that about the 9th Sejtem
ber, he wrote a letter to Henderson,
in which he stated substautially
thal during the hearing of the mo
tion to quash the indictments in
MeDonald's ease, then pending be-
fore Judge Miller, it was thoughl
important that MeDonald and
Joyce should be put in under strict
surveillgnce and that every proper
precaution should be taken to pre-
vent their escape, that it was high-
