Whlttemore and
ArmatrooK appeared for Crouk, Allor
nay rtllry for Ulbaon, and Attorney
Urant ll.HniltliforTolllTer.

Drak Herxeant John II. O'llellty, of
police healiuarters, teatllled that hu
arreated Uauon on Decemvir till,
and found In hit poaseaaloii a puiae
contalolni: jn3, all lu bad colli.

(,'harlea Jackson, clerk In H. 1'.
Tsaadel'a dry itoods department, teatl
fled that the defendant riprabuo tlaltvl
thatatoroun the erenlugof December
Utli, mail, certain purchases and ten
deredn$tO i;old piece, which witness
satisfied himself was counterfeit.
Wheu Hpraicue's attention was direct
cd tJ this, lie said: 'Thai's lunuy; I
never heard tell of a counterfeit $10
RulJ piece before; did youT"( Laughter.)
Wltiteasreplled that heha I. DuMiJant
then said nererelved It troai Mrs. Whit,
lemore.ol the Union I'acltlc hotel, that
he would Koout.at once and keehcr,and
asked wllneaato ktrp the K'Wda until
his return; "hut," said the witness,
"he never came Lack!" Laughter.

Mrs. Whltlemoro wns the next wit
licks. Hhe aald she paid Hprnfiue about
ti'l on the mornluK of the :1th, in
Kold and silver, but could not remem-
ber the denoml nations of the oolus.
Hhe never saw him after that. Up to
theSUti of Deoeinbcr witness lud re
celved no eurlous coin. Alter that
dale some 10 lu counterfeit came Into
her )osseajou.

A man usmsd Carney, a bartender
at the Mini saloon, testified to the lact
Hpraitueand a hackdrlver canio there
aboulL'hrlslinastime.Spraiue tendered
In payment for twodrluka a 110 gold
piece. Witness at one. aaw the coin
was counterfeit and called Hprairue's
attention to It. Defendant said, "Well,
that's all I've Rot: I shall have to owe
for lltedrlnka," picked up the coin and
went out. Witness took no further no-

tice of the clrcuaiitance until he saw
the arrest of the counterfeiters In the
newaim.

F. U. Chapman, who carries on a
small dry goods sture on Malu street,
t. .titled that Haraiue came Into his
tlacu on Christmas eve, ssld he hail

"recommended there, "and bought
some towels, lu yment for which
hu gave n SI" gold pleoe. Witness did
not discover that It waa bad until
Christmas morning, when heweutlo
the iollce atatlou and rearted the
matter.

John A. ferry, a poultry dealer of
this clly, Identified the defendant
Cronk, who he aald purchased a tur-
key from him at hfs wagon In tho
street,on the Monday In Christmas
week. 11b paid wlluees a flu gold
lice, received his chsnge, look tho

turkey, aud went away. As tho de-

fendant hurried oil witness
that the coin waa a counlerMi, aud
afterwards took It to the police station.
The detendant waa lou;ht after, but
nothing could bv learned of him. ( The
ojlll was hereeKhlhlted, nud proved to
be a rather ludlllorent ejieclmea of thu
counteileltera "ait" vthcu aubjecled to
ateatofacratclllng.)

Dcak J. II. O'llellly was re.
called and etld he waa preeeut when
tho last wltneea eame to the allce
statlou. On New Yeur'a mornlug he
arrested Cronk, When ho proceeded
to read the wtrrnnt over to him,
Cronk "Nevermind reading; It;
that'a what n malt geta for mlxlitg up
with title kind or Afterwards,
without being aollclled to make any
statement, the defendant aald he only
handled twu pieces of tho counterfeit
mouey; theouulte loaiad oil In pur
chase ol a turkey, and with the other
he bgUiChta pair of shoes at a second
hand store. This statement w.ts made
in the presenoe of D.lAllvo Ulonn
aud other olll cars.

Detective Hugh U, Glenn was called
and corroboratud tho evidence of the
previous witness as to thevliil of thu
ortlcers to Crook's house and tho or
rial ol tho defendant there. Cronk
told them that they wore at llteity to
rearih his liouie. without it wnrrani, to
seu If they could find anything there.

At this stago of tho roc'dlngs
IVoaecutlng Attorney Varlsu liillm
ated )lit he would withdraw the
charge anlnit the defeuduht (llbaou,
and he u us act at liberty.
