* GALVESTON, Sept. 22.—A News
Brownsville special says: A cyclone
visited Brownsville last night, carry-
ing destruction in its path.

Transplanfing Trees at Night.

It is claimed by some that trees, If
transplanted at night, will do better
than if reset in the day time. We know
that tke son has an influence opon
certain plants and flowers, but to what
extent it effects Ltrees is not definitely
known. A party who desired to ascer-
tain whether or pot there is any differ-
ence between daylight and night plant-
ing, transferred ten cherry trees /while
the same were injbloom, commencling
at 4 o’clock in the afternoon, and
planting & tree every bour until 1
o'clock in the morning, and the
result would ipndicate that the dark
hours are better for the work than
the light. Those transplanted durisg
the day shed thelr blossoms,.prodacing
little or mo fruit, whille thuse planted
iti the dgrk maintained thelreondliion
fully. He did the sate with ten dwarf
trees, atter the frnit was ope-third
growsn. Those transplanted during the
day shed their fruit; those transplanted
duoring the night perfected their crop,
and showed no injury from having been
removed. With each of those trees he
removed some earth with the roots.—
Humboldt Standard.’
