J Joseph Smith was the founder of
tne Unurcn of Jesus fjhrlst of Jjat- -
ter-da-y saints.. Tnat .'communityresard him as a prophet. Beer aud
revelater, raised up of God to usher
in a new dispensation of the gospeL
He published, in addition, to the
Book of Mormon, a book called the
Doctrine and . Covenants.' This
work Is composed mainly of revela
tions which he testmed to Jiaving
received direct from God, and the
church accepted them as of Divine
authenticity. , These revelations
contain laws for the government of
the church in its religious faith and
practices, as well aa in temporal af-

fairs, and in one of them, received;
July 12, A, D. 1643, i? the church Is
commanded on pain of Divine dis-
pleasure ta institute the practice of
plural marriage. A 'quote from the
revelation referred to: "Jb or beheld
I reveal unto you a new and evert
lasting covenant of celestial
plural marriage; and if ye 'abide
not in that covenant, then ye are
damned; for no one can reject this
covenant and be permitted to enter
into my glory." f

. 'A nia command in relation to mar4
rlage is accepted by the Latter-da-y

ainis or equal Dinuing force with
the command, "Thou shalt not!
kllL" In abort, they believe that
tneir nappineas in the world to
come depends upon their presen
obedience in this law. It may be
argued tnat tnis belief in the divi
nity of Joseph Smith's mission la
fanatical, and in plural marriage
aDsura. in is is not me question a
issue before Congress and the
courts, but it Is: Have the Latter
day Saints a right, under the Con4
Btitution. to practise their religion
They have always held that this
right vras theirs. They argue that
the spirit of American institutions
is one or , religious ' freedom fer all
denominations, let them worship
how, where or what they may, and
as guarantee of the
liberty of conscience, they have
hitherto relied upon that provisioner tne constitution which declares
"Congress; shall make no law re
spectlug an establishment of reliei
on or prohibiting the free exercise
tnnreoj."

'xney aamic tnat tneie mus
be - a limit loathe ..freedom
of action and practice on the
part of f'citizens t on 1 the plea
of .religion, and thla limit la thus
concisely expressed: So long aa a
citizen, in the practise ? of his reli
gion, does not interfere with the
rights of his fellow-citiz-en 1 to life
liberty and the pursuit of , happi-
ness, the law! cart have no hold
upon him. The Latter-da-y Saints
affirm that, in the practise of their
religion, they in no conceivable
way Interfere with the rizhts of
others, nor do they violate any con
stitutional law; nence, in marry ipg
plural wives, their consciences have
acquitted tnem or oiience againstthe laws either of; God or their
country. ine unconstitutionaiitv
ot the anti-polyga- my law of 1862
