ley Tort Collins and other 11-
0l1ntlng has born progressing for two
or three weeks as tile weather has been
exceptionally mild unit genial and the
ground has been In good condition Pall
Ploughing Is preferable IIs most parts of
he country but U should be deferred
aa lato as possible Any manure which
line been previously applied should be
hort enough to allow the plow to turn
It entirely under the surface The char-
acter of the soil will determine the prop-
er depth for plowing If the land Is rich
loose and friable to the depth of ten or
or more Inches there IIs little danger of
plowing too deep It Is never desirable-
to turn up a stiff heavy subsoil In pre
paring ground for onions this In-

variably diminishes the f renders
c ullvatlon more difficult requires
more frequent tilling

rail plowing Is especially desirable
with new soils pastures und alfalfa
mod It heaters the decay of vegetable
matter and the alternate freezing and
thawing of winter and early spring
thorough pulverizes the soil The
ground also can usually bo worked
sooner In the spring which Is a great
desideratum In sections where It IIs Im-

portant to vow the seftl or set the bulbs-
at the earliest imeislble date No labor
necessary to put tile soil In a thorough-
ly line condition should be spared A
disk harrow Is almost indlsi enslble If
clod and lumps are numerous Th-
orullr and this Instrument may be used-
alternately with advantage A
hucronv which contains a larc number
of mall disks Is cxcelent to follow one-
