Gillet. I have used them for tbe last
eight months, and I find they make the
ocas uresu ot any- - a nave trletl. 1
would recommend them for domesticuse to all housekeepers. I do not fol
low tbe instructions on tbe label, al- -
tnouicn no donbt the receipe is good
enough, bat it is suscentibie of im
provement, by preparing the yeastcues in a potato iermeut instead of
using them as directed in a sponge of
ooar.

The formula is: Mash thr pood- -
slzed potatoes in a can or crock that
will hold a gallon; on the mashed potatoes put nearly a pint of flour and as
much boiling water as will scald the
time into a smootn batter; cool itdown to about blood heat with cold
water; add a teaspooaful of ?alt and
tablespeonful ot sugar and two of the
cakes previously dissolved in as much
warm water, as will cover them in a
teacup; stir all together thoroughly,and set aside in a temperate place for
13 hours make It Into dough straight.
Two quarts of water with a little ovtr
one quart of ferment will make from
18 to 20 pounds ef bread. Alwaysmeasure the size of the batch required
by the quantity of water, not the flour.!
Tiding equal weight of salt nod bo garin dough maklnf will still farther im
prove tbe bread and wtU make a thin
soft crust on tbe batch. In conclusion
I will say I have no earthly interest in
Mr. Gillet more than any one elsr, but)
when I find a genuine article, and
prove it to be so, I wish nay neighbors
tOKcowit.
