cartain went up it disclosed a seml-
cirele of men and women, arranged
and ¢lad after the usual melodeon
style, the women being in sbort
clothes and nearly all being possess-
od of more than usual personal
attractions, The overture had been
played, a few solos sung and an in-
terval of silence had been reached,
when suddenly the floor gave way,
and the whole mass of peqple,
thrown violently towards its ¢en-
tre, were precipitated imtor the
stable below, a distance of some
sixteen or eighteen feet. The floor
'seemed Lo sway down slightly in
the middle, the stage sank, the
ioists drew out of the walls, the
floor Lroke ofl at the roon parti-
tions on the east end, the .owsof
boxes carcened towards each sther,
clupg an instant to the wall as
they fell, and then pitched over
upon the struggling mass of human
beings below,

The scene which fuvllowed Leg-
gars description. One ery of horror
went up from the stricken aud-
ience; then it rose en masse; the
next instant it was tossed in a bro-
ken and confused heap, anil a sec-
ond afterwards it was plunged
downwards aud c¢rushed beneath
the broken timbers and falling box-
es, entangled in the wreck of f
niture and stage fixtures, an
wedged in between and broken
upon the hacvks, carriages and other
vehicles, and the heavy stall
partitions below. ‘The walls Lrein-
bled with the shock,the roof waver-
ed, the floor beneath groaned with
the mighty shock, but furlun:ltaly
the “-u[[_..; l‘t”("i’ the Iilllf 1'!llllg to
its fastenings, and the stable tloor,
aupported from below by posts, bore
up under its new burden.

The thunder of the fall recounded
throughout the block, a great cloud
of dust burst from the doors and
windows, some of the broken gas
pipes blazed forth in long streams
of lame, the light trappings of the
wrecked fstsge i;.:nilml, tha cry of
fire was given on Lhe outside, and
before the real nature of the ealam -
ity was known, the bLells hoovmed
forth the signal for re-cue. Mean-
while, within the doomed bailding
rang with the shrieksof the wound-
ed, the zroans of the dying and Lhe
eries of the mass of the terrified
muititude, struggling with itself in
frantic endeavors to eseane from
the inclosure of the walls, and made
desperale by fear that the threaten-
ing tiers of brick would fall inupon
and crush it again. Men sprang
upon each other, dashed over pros-
trate bodies, clambered uvpon the
heads of the seething mass, fought
like devoted beings with but one
chance for life left, the sole domin-
ant idea of self-preservation over-
riding the reason,and giving mercy
no resting place. Forlunately the
way was now broad for speedy
clearance, and in a very few mo-
ments the univjured had fought
their way through wreck and ruin
toopen air. Then came the fire-
men and police, and hundreds of
strong men to the rescue, (‘hief
Englneer Liee took charge of his
force, and of all the workers, and
aided by willing volupteers the
rescue went on with the speed of
desperation, and was urged forward
with all the power men were cap-
able of who saw their bleeding, dy-
ing fellows before them crushed
and helpless, and heard their des
miring eries beat the air for “helpl
1elp! for tiod’s sake help!”

Thealarm bellsstill rtang, and tie
news of the terrible disaster spread
with lightning - like velocily
tliroughout the e¢ity, As it was
Saturday night the streets were un-
usually full, and as the news weant
abroad the pcople flocked by thous-
ands to the scene,
avace of time the entire strect from
K to 1. was a dense mass of human
beings,andjthe spaces adjavent, toJ
street on the north and vpand down
K street for a block, were crowded
with people on whose pale lips
whispered horror cluvg, and over
all there was a teriible wloud of
gloom and woe. Strong men, who
are shaken st no slight danger,
paled and sickened, and wowmen
wept in hysterical agony. We have
seenn many agonizing spectacles,
but have seen and heard of noune
where such a vast mass of people
was eo deeply moved. Here were
10,000 men and women, as yet un-
aware of the real extent of the cala-
mity, and magnifyioag it tenfold in
the rich sympathy of their souls,
and making manifest the horror
which thrilled them to the aiurrow.
But hundreds of hands soon laid
bare the truth, and the dead were
taken up, and their contorted limbs
decently composed for the loug
silence of the grave; the wounded
were borne to the nearest oflises.
engine houses, drug stores, and
hotels.  Every physlcian of the
city was on hand, and a hunadred
willing and experienced nurses
proffered willi eager sympathy all
necded aid, Visiting physiclans
came to the help of those resfdent
here and worked nobly in a com-
mon cause,
the wreck was literally toru up,
and the fact made certainty to the
senses that no mortal was left be-
neath the ruins.

Until far into the niglit the peo-
ple thronged the streets seeking for
every particular. All sorts of ru-
mors went abroad, and agonized
friends, wives and mothers, brothers
and sisters, were searching for
loved ones Bup]u)sed to be number-
ed with the vietims.

It wes several hours before any
sort of quiet settled down, and
friends met friends and thanked
God they were unhurt. Meanwhile
thousands passed in silent proces-
sion through the dead-house on
Fourth Street and gazed upon the
poor wrecks of bodies which, but a
brief time before, were living men
full of life and hope.

INCIDENTS,
