verer shock of earthguake has occurred
in Genoa, Pavia, Lucia, Cueo, AlDisse-
lo, Poto, Maunzo, Maglia and Nolin.

At Savona eight persons

and filiteen others ipjured. Immense
damage was done to property.
The earthquakes this moraing de-
vastated the whole of the Italian Rivi-
era at Nolip, on the Gulf of Genoa and
not far frum Savona, several houses
fell and forty-flve persons were Killed
and thirty injured. At Ounegli, also on
the Gull of Geneoa, and st Dianomarino,
pnear Onegli, scores of people were
killed and hundreas injured. Fully
one-third of the town was destroyed.
At Nice the earthguake shocks
caused awiul surpiise to the crowds of
maskers returnipg home from the
carnival festivitiea in !nm:{]coatumea
worn and bedraﬁgled bft e night's
exercises and looking duoll. and dreary
under the glare of the morning sun-
light.

THE BIG BLIZZARD.

A TERRIBLE TALE OF DEATH
DISASTER ON THE NORTHERN
RANGES.,

AND

Burte, Montana, Feb,21.—The 're
cent blizzard has been terrible 1o its
effects upon humanity, as well ay up-
on cattle and sbeep. As the reporls
slowly come In from the different
ranges, it is found that the weniher
was more severe tSan had been realized
and its effects were terrible, The j0s8
of life trom the cold will probubly
reach 25, while perhaps 00 08 75 per -
cept of the cattle have succumbed to
ihe bitter weather. The grealest loss
was felt in Custer, Mesagher, Chateau
and Yellowstone counties, and as over
oneé-half 1of the catte i the terrijory
are on the ranges in these countier, it
is believed thut one-half, or 600,000
head, is alow estimate. These figures,
at!wu per head, will give some idea of
the immense cla.ma:.e Lo the ca*t)e’ in-
terests by the severe weather thatiwill
fall upon the stock-raisers of Montapa.

The above-mentioned counties, ly-
iur east and north of the Rocky Moun-

ains, have suffered most.,

The bauks of Helena are reportad to
have loauned the cattle-men vn Lhelr
stock over $1,200,000, a great deal of
which will be losat,

Men who have just come from the
ranges say that the cattle can be seen
frozen on every haud, nothing being
vigible through the snow but their
hesds and horus. The great dasger
at present js of thousands heing
drowned in the Yellowstome River.
The cattle can get no water except in
the air holes on the river, which are
five or six miles apart. A drove of up-
wards of 200 head the other day made
for one of these air holes, and as soon
as those in front began drinking tue
others crowded them forward into
tire holes,where they soon disappeared
upder the ice and were lost, alll at-
templs to drive them away having
talled, and only about forty were left.

The loss to the sheep is also very
heavy. Hay Brotbers, at Geyser
Springs, lost 1 drove of 4,000 she¢p in
one storm. The animals got astray
from the herder in a blizzard and they
were widely scattered. qurdu.yullter
they were found on the le frozen
Another case 18 reported of a ranch.
man named Patterson on Maple Creek,
iu the Sun River country, llis hérder
took 3,200 sheep out in the morning,
and a storm coming up the sheep be-
gan to scalter in all directions. The
berder, however, stuck to them,
although he could not see ofer
tifteen or twenty sheep at times
on account of the blinding show. Af-
ter forty-elght hours of peril he was
found by a relief party, almost ilead
from cold, and only a few hundred of
tne sheep remained. The berder,
whose name is Cellins, was badly
trozen, and his fingers and toes were
am utated.

¥rom the Cceur d’Alene country
comes & horrible tale of the sufferings
of Hank Ives, a wood-chopper, who
went only a short distance away liom
his hut and was found several hodrs
afterwards by his companions roam-
ing aimlessly through the Lim-
her and delirious from the cold. HHe
was taken into the cabin and every
kpown remedy was applied to save him.
His legs began to mortify, and as there
was po doctor within 100 miles of him
the efforts of his comrades torave
him ‘were fruitlees and he died in
agony.

An old lady attempted to call ona
nelghbor o apend the day, but a storm
coming op suddenly be ore she had
reached the house ahe wandered on
the prairie, and was found ten davs
afterwards about hall a mile from the
house frozen stiff.

Btage coaches were abandoned, the
drivers and passengers making tor the
nearest ranclies as best they ceuld,
all of them being more or less frost-
bitlen.

The ahove are only a few of the jnci-
dents of suffering to man apd beast by
the stoym. Columns could be fllled
with snch storiés. The Crow Indians
say there has not been such & winter as
the present for thirty years. There was
onhe then when the snow lay on the
ground five feet deep.
