Toasted by KJna; Hamberl.

Bomb, Oct. 12.-Em- peror William
will visit the Vatican at 1 o'clock this
afternoon. He will bo received by the
Pope in the t&rooe hall. Ills reception
will be marked by the most imposing- -

ceremonies. The visit of the Em
peror to the pope does not meet with
favor in national circles.

Early this morning Emneror Wil
liam accompanied by General Decqaet,commander of the Kihth Battalion
Army corps, visited Uamp UntoCelle
where a military review will be beld
tomorrow. He returned to the Qnlrinal
where be was received by King Hum- -
oert. The emperor took luncheon
sentatlve to the Vatican, after which
ne proceeded to trie Vatican to visit
the Pope. He wore the uniform of the
LUe Guards and was attended by
Count Herbert Bismarck. Enormous
crowds lined the streets leading to the
Vatican and were very entbnsiastlc in
their manifestations in honor of the
Emperor. The proposed display in the
Vatican district waa aDsnconed.

The Pope, surrounded by the court,
received the Emperor, who bent bis
knees to the Pope, whereupon the
Pope invited the Emperor to a seat be-
side the throne. The suite having been
presentea, ms Holiness rose ana led
thsfway to the "Sallaglaila, where he
bad a private interview, lastirz twenty
three minutes, with the Emperor. On
returning, the procession was formed
and the museums were visited. Em
peror William walked beside Cardinal
Kampoui. Next came .Prince Henry
and Cardinal Sinistere. The Palan- -

tine Onard and the dignitaries of the
pontifical court followed. After leav-
ing the museum the party inspectedSt. Peters. Thence the visitors re
turned to the Qairinal.,rKi - A A art a

marck visited the foreign office, where
be bad an interview with Premier
Crispl in regard to the questions in
which Italy is specially interested.

Emperor William replied in German.
saying:

"jfrom tbe bottom 01 by team
thank your majesty for the warm
woras you nave addreeaea to me.
Your allusion to the alliance which we
lave inherited from our fathers finds
ia me-- a strong echo. Oar countries
guided Dy great sovereigns won their
unity by the sword. The analogy be
tween our histories implies perpetual
agreement between our people, tor the
maintenance of that unity is the surest
guarantee oi peace, our - relations
nave found their merited and anoro- -
priate expression ia the magnificent
reception wmcn Kome has accorded to
me. I drink to the health of Your
Msjesty, of the Queen, and of the vali-
ant Italian stmt."

Premier Crispl telegraphed to Prince
Bismark as follows :

"In the mldst,oI the enthusiasm with
which your augast sovereign has been
received, my deeply moved thoughtsaddress themselves to your highness.'I would that the eeho of tbe plauditsthat resound in Rome couid reach and
tell thee bow much the Italian people
love Germany and appreciate the
friendship of a nation which, aided bv
yonr counsels, has become so greatand glorious. May our union ever be
thus cordial and intimate for the glory
of the two dynasties, tbe welfare of
thetr people and the peaceioi Europe.'Prince Bismarck replied :

"I thank you with all my heart for
having thought of me at a time , when
Your Excellency is present at the
meeting of our sovereigns. Your sol
ems expression of cordial friendshipoetween toe two nations ano tbe con
sclousnef s of having labored to con
solidate the mutual friendship, const!
tote a connecting link very dear 'to my
heart between tbe brilliant festivities
at Home and this lonelj dwelling which
i onr excellency aia me tne courtesyto visit two montns since."
